TOLEDO, (., May 16 --Official sanc-
tion for the heavyweight championship
battle between Jess Willard and Jack
Dempsey, scheduled to be fouftit at
Bayvlew park here July 4, waa given
by the Toledo boxing commiaaion yes-
terday when a permit waa issued to
A Q. Thacher and his brother, repre-
senting the Toledo Athletic club.

The permit, calling for a
contest to a decision, bears the sig-nature of Mayor Schreiber. Q F. Waildirector of public safety and head of
the boxing commission, and the re-
maining five members. Thia'action re-
moves all speculation as to what the
commission would Ho in ,

NEW YORK, May IS. Plans are rai-ld- ly

Mayor Schrelber's answer to the pro-
test was a statement today that the
government had made boxing a part of
the curriculum of the army and navy
and that the battle would bring thou-
sands of visitors to Toledo who will
expend hundreds of thousands of dol-

lars The contest, the mayor's state-
ment added, would stimulate Toledo's
business, provide employment to la-

bor, bring the advantages of Toledo,
natural and industrial, notice In every
section of the country and result In en-

riching the city's charity fund by ap-
proximately 135.000. Seven per cent of
the gross receipts of the contest are to
be donated by Tex Rlckard, the r,

to the fund.
