Dr. E. R. Lloyd.

Cottonseed meal and silage Is the
most profitable ration with which to
feed cattle for the market, stated Dr.
K. K. LloyA director of the Chamber of
Commerce farm bureau Wednesday, fol-

lowing a report received from l'rof. J,
K. Hicks, of A. and M. oollege, Stark-vlll-

Miss., on an experiment con-
ducted with four different rations.

The four rations were as follows:
ImI 1. cettonaeod meal and com silage;lot 2, cottonseed meal, a minimum
amount of corn (six pounds on the
ear daily) and silage; lot 8, cottonseed
meal, a medium amount of corn (nine
pounds on the early dally) and silage;
lot 4, cjttonseeU menl. the maximum
amount of corn (20 pounds of corn on
the ear daily) and silage.
