Seems Certain to Follow

Great Britain and France
in Recognition of Admiral's
Government.

WASHINGTON. May 28 Ttecognl- -

tlon of the Kolchak government In Si-

beria as the de facto government of

all Russia Is In prospect. Great Brit-

ain and France are getting ready to ex
tend recognition, and the L'nited States
seems certain to follow.

Recently Ambassadon Morris went
from Tokio to Siberia and made a com-
prehensive report oti the Kolchak gov
ernment He has now received orders
from President Wilson at Paris to make
another trip, which will be some time
in June. The l'nited states is in
reality seeking information as to the
character and purposes or the Koicnaa
government, and the data arrived at
thus far has made a very Tavoraoie im-

pression.
Our government has never had any

doubt as to the liberal views of Ad
miral Kolchak himself, but has been
puzzled over the .presence In his cabl
ret of men regarded in Russia as re-

actionary. These men were eliminated
by a coup de etat recently and Kol-

chak has surrounded himself with men
who favor the principles of the revo
lution as proclaimed when the czar was
overthrown.

The Kolchak government is military
but can he accorded recognition on
the same basis that the Carranza gov-
ernment was iriven recognition In Mex
lco. The Russian admiral has extended
his forces throughout Russia and has
either obtained military supremacy or
the political acquiescence of groups
which have hitherto proclaimed them
selves as independent
Archangel's Recognition.

The government at Archangel, for
example, has recognized Admiral Kol.
chak as the chief executive of Russia
Thus, the Kolchak government may be
said to possess the principal elements
of sovereignty In Russian territory ana
entitled to recognition as a de facto gov-
ernment In accordance with American
tradition and precedent.

So far as de jure recognition Is con
cerned. and even so far as actually ex
tending de facto recognition for the
time being, the I nited states win wa.ni
to see some open manifestation of the
Kolchak government as to the program
It Intends to apply to secure the es
tablishment of democratic government
If Admiral Kolchak snould announce
as he Is being urged by foreign gov-
ernments to do, that he plans calling
a constituent assembly and that he will
guarantee a fair election, his state-
ment would form the promise for de
facto recognition which would or would
not be abrogated In accordance as the
promise was 'kept.

But the extension of de facto recog-
nition would in Itself constitute a great
sten forward in the Russian situation
because, by lending support at this
juncture to the Kolchak regime, other
elements In Russia which may have
been hesitant as to the wisdom of

,Hi,,Ti.. ...1.1. il.n U'nlehak udmlnls- -

tratlon would feel free to do so, be
llevlng that the promises given foreign
governments would be numcieni assur
ance that the interests of all Interna
tional factions would be equitably ad
Justed In the creation of a central gov
ernment.

Furthermore, it Is quite possible that
material aid may be given Admiral ivoi
chak. though this Is fraught with con
siderabln danger. Knr instance, me
government at Archangel, which is
friendly to the United States and the
allies, recently thanked the foreign gov-
ernments for their aid. but thought it
was wiser to withdraw ail allied troops
from Russian soli because the Boisn-evl-

were sowing the seeds of national
discontent by pointing to the use of
force by foreign nations to Interfero
In Russia s internal arrairs.
Kolchak Needs Money.

On the other hand, the Kolchak gov
ernment needs money and materials
Eight thousand American troops have
been ordered to Siberia as replacements
for Ihoso alreadv In Siberia, where ore
sumahly they are assisting Admiral
Kolchak In establishing lines of com
munlcatlon. For some time the Bolsh
evlkl have been charging that Admiral
Kolchak was the creature of the .lap
anese. but this Is emphatically denied
in official quarters here, where, detailed
information as to the origin of th
Kolchak movement is available.

Two big facts, therefore, are appai-
ent In the Russian situation today. The
HolHheviki arc gradually losing pow
with the masses as well as military
control. With the decline In th
strength of the Bolshevlki. the power of
Admiral Kolchak's government Is In the
ascendancy. Ureal Britain and r raw
believe it timely to extend recognition
immediately so as to bring about a

general turning of Russian elements to
the side of tne Kolchak government

The l'nited States government is pro
ceedlng more cautiously and probabl
will be the last to extend de facto rec

ognition, hut at the same time every
sign points to tne prospecuve auner-enc- e

by the United States to the allied
program of assisting the Kolchak gov-
ernment by lending moral If not ma
terlal suiiDort to the end that the pen
pic of Russia may soon have at least
a structure of central government. Thlt
would be subject to revision by the
Russians themselves In elections whn
itre to bo guaranteed by the author
ties to which recognition Is extended
and which undoubtedly would he nb
...erved bv the associated powers.

California Attorney Asserts
Failure to Ratify Act Will

Hold Up Action.

SAN FRANCISCO, Ca., May 2S. If
the electorate of Ohio refuses to ratify
the national prohibition amendment at
its general election next November, the
operation of the amendment will be
suspended throughout the United
States, at least until the Maine election
In September, 1920, Theodore A. Bell,
attorney for the California Grape Pro-
tective association, announced today.

"The referendum to place the meas-
ure on the ballot has been started In
10 states," Mr. Bell said. "Forty-fiv- e

states ratified the amendment through
their legislatures and three declined to
do bo. That means that the measure
Is held up In 10 states by the referen-
dum, leaving but 35 where final ratifi-
cation has been effected, whereas 36
are necessary to make it operative.

"If Ohio, which will be the first state
to vote on the referendum, ratifies It,
the necessary 36 will have been gained.
But if it declines the amendment will
be suspended until Ihe next general
state election In Maine, in September.
1920. The remaining general elections
come In November, 1920."

The referendum now is progressing in
California, Washington, New Mexico,
Colorado, Nebraska. Missouri, Ohio, Ar-

kansas, Michigan and Maine, Bell said.
