Why have the Chicago White Sox

and Brooklyn Trolley Dodgers been
out In front In the twio major leagues?
Usually high-clas- s pitching puts a team
out In front, but that doesn't apply to
the two clubs named, writes Ma BangIn the Cleveland News. Each club can
boast of only one pitcher who has per-
formed consistently, Eddie Clcotte, of
Chicago, and Ed Pfeffer, of Brooklyn.
A glance at the batting and ba.se run-
ning columns explains the mysterv, In
the first 11 games played, the Sox piled
up an average of .305 with the war
club, wlille the Superbas In the same
number of frolics amassed a rating of
.302.

On the bases the pale hose crowd
have literally run wild. In the first 11

games each club scored an average Of
6.9 runs per game. The fact that the
opposition scored an average of a trifle
better than three runs per game speaksnone too well for the brand of pitchingoffered by the two leaders.

The work of Pfeffer stands out
brightest, as in four full games he al-
lowed only four runs, an average of
