WASHINGTON, June 10.—Continued
high records of exports In Miy gave
the United States a foreign trade credit
of $3.505.000,000 for the first 11 months
of the fiscal year, §141,000,000 greater
than the previous record In 1917. In 11
months this country has sent abroad
§6,308,000,000 wo, ho&: goods and has
received  $2.808,000, from forelgn
countries,
