YOUNGS I01
Strikers About Plant3 Stone

Men Going to Work Many
Arrests Made.

TOCNGSTOWN, O.. Oct.
turbulence was reported through-out the valley this morning as the mills

are resuming operations In greater
volume, Crowds of strikers abotu each
Plant stoned strikebreakers and munv
arrests have been made. At Fast
Youngstown an engine struck a handcar
filled with men on their way to work,
killing one and seriously Injuring two
others.

A crowd of strike pickets stoned the
automobile occupied bv Sheriff Ben
Morris and a number of deputies late
Sunday night In Poland avenue, mis-
taking the sheriff's automobicl for a
car conveying strikebreakers Into the
Haielton plant o the Republic Iron mid
Steel company.

A call was Issued by the sheriff this
morning for 100 men to go to Fast
Youngstown. where pickets were surgi-
ng; about the Youngatown Sheet und
Tube gates threatening men returningto work.

Sporadic operations were reported at
all the mllla this morning. Strike lend-

ers, however, said tho movement had
failed, as the strikers had stood firm
and only a few had reported for work.

On meat days one light ration of
beef, mutton or val of poor quality is
to be had at the midday meal in the
larger restaurants that remain open,but on such days supper is meager.

"I am
tint concerned In tho politics of the
situation," the secretary of foreign mis-
sions continues, "but Southern Bap-
tists are deeply and unselfishly Inter-
ested in tho spiritual and general wel-
fare of both nations. To Japan and
China alike Southern Baptists have
given joyfully of their money and of
their moat loved and talented young
men and young women for service. We
aru getting ready to greatly Increase
the number of those who go to carry
blessings to those nations as a of
tho $75,000,000 campaign, and we are
expecting to Increase the efficiency of
our service. Our people arc of one
mind thnt' In this Christian and un-
selfish service on behalf of the Japan-
ese and Chinese people lies our great-
est opportunity to help such a situa-
tion as now exists between those two
nations. v

Religion Is Panacea.
"After somewhat extended travl In

tho orient and the closest observation
of which I am capable, added to many
yoars of study of ChrlstUn missions
In these lands, I have no hesitation in
saying that, the gospel of Jesus Christ
Is the only effective remedy for na-
tional and International troubles and
thnt It will take great reinforcement of
Christian missionary effort from the
Weal to counteract other influences
from the West which are operating In
these nations. A brnsh material philo-
sophy which often attempts to handle
religious matters has wrought evil In
the minds of the better educated class
In the orient and a selfish commer-
cialism from the West Is doing there
what It has done here, exploiting the
people.

"F.vnngellcal Christian missions must
ronvcy to the cultured mind of the
Fast the fact that tho gospel of Jeaus
Christ more than anything else has
been tho creative fuctor in Western
el ill m t Ion, and thnt the university and
the Intellectual philosophers are the
products of this goapel, although, dis
owning their parentage they may, and
do In muny cases, misrepresent Chris-
tianity. The gospel of Jesus, which
produces n new heart, creates new
human compassions, makes men and
women love one another Irrespective
of race or class. Is the only sure
remedy for a distressing situation such
ns the wor d Is w tness nr In China
and Japan and In many oilier nation
of the earlh today. '
