"In order to Interfere as little as

possible with the normal course of coal
traffic, the railroad administration up
to the present lime 1ms permitted coal
to go to Ihe designated consignees.

"It having become necessary, how
ever, to be preiwred to Insure against
all temporary contingencies, that Ihe
transportation service he protected, re-

gional directors have now been Instruct-
ed lo see that each railroad shall c- - '
cumulate a necessary reserve of coal,
when It Is not already on hand, pur-
chasing such coal. If posslhle,.and oth-
erwise holding coal In transit..

"In holding such ciml exemptions will
be made as far as posslhle of coal des-
tined lo certain classes of consignees
In the following order of priority, which
Is the basis of priority adopted during
the war by tho fuel administration:

"1. Steam railroads, Inland and coast-
wise vessels.

"2. Domestic, Including hotels, hos-
pitals and asylums.

".V Navy and army.
"4. I'ubllc utilities, Including plants

and such portions of plants as supply
light, heat and water for public use.

INDIANAPOLIS, Oct. 30. A direct attack upon President
Wilson's course in the coal strike situation as "the climax of a

long series of attempted usurpations of executive power," was
made today by John L. Lewis, acting president of the executive
board of the United Mine Workers.. The attack came in a long
telegram to Secretary of Labor Wilson, replying to i message from
him delivered to the conference here yesterday of some four score
officials and leaders of the union.

The telegrams constiuted the first exchange of views between
the administration and the union. While the telegram from Sec-

retary Wilson reached here yesterday the reply was not com-

pleted until today when it was submitted to the executive board

by President Lewis. It was announced that the reply was ap-

proved by unanimous vote. Union headquarters refused to give
out the secretary's message, saying that its publication was some-

thing for the sender to approve.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, Oct. 80. Barked by sentiment displayed
in yesterday's conference of officials of the union, the eiecotlve board
of the United Mine Workers of America met here today to, finish, pre-

paratory work incidental to the coming strike of bituminous coal miner.
No' development could avert a strike, it was stated, but some change in
the attitude of the operators might result in the shortening of the tie-u- p,

according to union men.
A few of the district presidents and members of the scale com-

mittee remained over tor today's meeting, hut most of i them were en
route to their home districts to direct the locals In putting the iitrlke
into effect. The two doien members of the executifa board were left

Need Is for 12,000,000 More

Bales Than the Average for
Last Ten Years, Says Mr.

J. K. Wannamaker. .

Subtracting from previous estimates
the damage wrought by the recent
rains, J. K. Wannamaker, -- of ftt.
Matthews, 8. C, president of the Amer-lea- n

Cotton association, placed the 1919
cotton crop at M37.OO0 bales In a talk
with The News Scimitar Thursday
morning. .

Mr. Wannamaker based his estimate
on knowledge gained in a tour of the
cotton belt during which he and several
associates have visited North and South
Carolina, Georgia, Texas, Oklahoma,
Arkansas and Tennessee, consulting in
each state with government crop re-
porters, other expert seed and cotton
men and growers. He arrived In Mem-
phis T'irsday morning, accompanied by
Thomas J. Bhackleford, of Athens. Oa.,a cotton planter and attorney and mem-
ber of the executive committee of the
association. They came to this city for
the purpose of consulting with local
members of the executive committee.

"While we estimate the number of
bales of the American cotton crop at
9,437.000 bales as of Oct. 25, there will
not be over J.000,000 bales tenderable on
New York contracts," continued Mr.
Wannamaker. .

Later attempt;) to rescue the en-
tombed men falling, the officials at
da break ordered the men to the
mine. Coal was afire throughout the
enlire workinsrs .and the mine i
filled with gas. After a final tour of
inspection shortly bemr oclock, Ihe
Inspectors pronounced It estremely dan-
gerous to continue the rescue work,
Officials said they believed the en-
tombed men were dead. All the com-
pany's properly annul the mouth of the
shaft wi's then rleured for fear of an
explosion.
