LTnrefined or YTC, sugar of the old

crop Is also to he obtained In the Louis-
iana markets, but the price at the pres-
ent times Is 16 and 17 cents per pound
f. o. b. shipping point. This sugar will
retail for about 22 cents.

A number of local jobbers have sugar
ordered for delivery during the first
part of November and the prospects ara
for at least temporary relief within the
next 10 days or two weeks.

The Piggly Wiggly stores of Mem-
phis placed approximately one-ha- lf of
one carload of unrefined sugar on sale
Saturday morning, limiting each cus-
tomer to two pounds. An official of
the Piggly Wiggly stores stated to The
News Scimitar that the demand was so
heavy that a number of the stores were
forced to close their doors.

One of the greatest difficulties en-
countered, he stated, was from people
who had automobiles going from store
to store and buying two pounds at each
place. Another factor that hastened
the disposal of the supply was several
members of families each buying a
package of sugar.

Whether or not any move will be
made by the government to lower the
price of sugar had not been determined
locally, but jobbers are unanimous in
expressing the belief that the price of
sugar Is scheduled to increase materi-
ally in the very near future.
