He added, however,that he spoke only for the Illinois dis-
trict, of which he is president. Farring-ton snld the Impression that the "slate
had been wiped clean," so far as de-
mands were concerned had no basis in
fact, although the miners stood ready

to negotiate a new scale without reser-
vations.

"The old demands will stand," Mr
Farrington said "They were formulated
by the Cleveland convention All of
them, however, are subject to negotia-
tions "

Miners representatives will Insist, ha
declared, that any new agreement he
effective at once and not on March II,
1920, as operators formerly contended.
