There is going to be no let-up in their activity, I'he min-
ister of any denomination is subject to call at any hour, day
or night. The circuit rider and the pastor of the large city
church render the same service, Each is proportionately paid—
or underpaid. ¥ '

Ministers have families, grocery bills, merchandise hills and
expenses like other peaple.  The minister's wife likes to reflect
credit upon her husband, and help him by taking part in varions
church activities, She likes to dress well. Her children need
nourishing food.

Few persons outside the ministry and those who have read

Corra Harris' “T'he Cireuit Rider's Wife" know the struggle, the
anguish and the hardship of the minister's wife. '
. " No matter how spiritually minded a minister may be, if he
is haunted by the face of a sick child, the picture of a frail wife
doing the housework and trying to keep up appearances, and
confronted with debt and no, relief in sight, he cannot give to his
work the best that is4n him,

Then there is the superannuated minister, the man who per-
haps has given all of the best vears of a long and useful life 1o
the Cause, relieved of his pastorate and pensioned on two or
three hundred doMars a year, It isn't fair. It isn’t just. Not all
of the reward for a lile of sacrifice should be in the great and
mysterious beyond,

There is not a minister in the Memphis conference receiving'
}\'ithin $1,000 a vear of what is required 10 enable him to live
in keeping with his bigh calling. 'The same is true of ministors
of other denominations,

Now that the conference year has ended we should like to
see each church make a new start by increasing the pay of its
minister. There isn't one among them who does not deserve it,
Start the new conference year right by doing this for the preacher.
It'will be a good investment.

FRIGHT OR FAMINE

_Therc is reason to belieye that the threatened sugar famine
is more of a fright than a real famine. The Fast, with more
than fifty-five million consumers, has on hand and available for
consumption only 250,000 tons of cane sugar, but the Cuban crop
will supply its deficiencies, The Cuban crop is said to be very
large this year. The West is more fortunate; with approximate-
ly fifty million consumers the West has potentially 1,000,000 tons
of beet sugar which will be available in a short time as against
the 250,000 tons of cane sugar held in the East. The South is
a sugar producer in & small way., Texas and Louisiana produce
cane sugar, and Southern ‘farmers have given some attention
to the production of sorghum, which can be used as a substitute.
Sugar will be scarce and expensive, and consumption must be
reduced, but this is not an unmixed evll, People can get along
with less sugar without injury. The English people, even hefore
the armistice was signed, had their ships in Cuban ports loading
sugar, and in this way carried overseas most of the old crop.
England is not worried about a sugar shortage. Neither need
we be if the profiteers do not corner the supply and hold up the
consumers for exorbitant prices, The opportunity for nefarious
gain is so great that, unless the government is alert and quick
ta act, the profiteers afd manipulators will reap a rich harvest
at the expense of the people. The West can take care of itself,
while Cuba can supply the rest of the country. Y

The action of the government in fixing the wholesale price
of sugar at 12 cents, with the exception of the Louisiana crop.
which has been fixed at 17 cents a pound, is a practical demonstra-
tion of what can he done when the government begins to func-
tion with its strong arm. There has not been and is not now a
soger shortage.  That wholesalers and brokers have heerr unable
to get a supply for their custoners means nothing more than a
corner on the market, and an attempt on the part of the manipu-
lators to bleed the public. When a commodity cannot he pur-
chased at a reasonable price, but is plentifyl at an exorbitait
price, it is due to nothing less than criminal manipulation.

[Jhe gas company, with its customary energy, is again seek-
iag an increase in rates. The state utilities commission has
passed on the question once, but it will never be settled, so far
#8 the gad company is concerned, until the increase is granted.
The persistency of the public service corporations is an example
