Never a Big Series Without
Pittsburgh in It Somehow

Although Plttaburgh only twice took
part in world's champlonship conlesta,
yet not a serles for this high honor has
been staged without at least one play-
er partlcipating In It who at one time
or another wore a Pittsburgh uniform.
From the very first sorles, In 1884, to
the last, Plttaburgh players ware nc-
tively connected with the classic., Eith-
er the player had previously been
mamber of the local team or mae
a member after serving in a world's
series.  Among them were stars of the
firsl magnitude, Az a =study of the
world's champlonship battles will re-

voal

The first series was played in 1884 he-
tween the Providence team of the Na-
tlonal league and the Metropolitans of
the Amarican associntion, who were lo-
cated in New York. The Mets had Jack
Neulson at short and Bllly Holbert hehind
the bal. Both played with the famous
Alleghenys of Pitsburgh, Nelson In 1876
and 1877 and Holbert in 1877. Provi-
dence had two players In [t8 makeup
who Iater hecame members of the
Pitteburgh tenm, They were  Paul
Hines, who played first bare and cen-
ter field for Pittaburgh fn 1800, d
ClEf Carroll, who was In center flald
for a {ew gomes.

In 1886 the Chicago team had no lasa
than flve players who wers or becama
Identified with the Pittsburgh team,
whereas the St. Louls Browna had only
one. 'The lone Si. Loula man was Sam
Barkley, who came to Pittaburgh the
following vear and played (wo sansons
with the local team. e five Chicagy
plavers wers Ed Willlameon, who playved
with Nelson and Holbert on the Alle-
gheny team of 1&7F and 1877; Abner
Dalyrymple, Tom Burns, Jim MeCor-
mick and Billy Sunday,
