Canada hi's again taken up the en-

largement of the Welland canal, which
connects take Krle with Lake Ontario.
The locks in the present canal are 14
teet deep, but the new iocks are 800
feet long, 80 feet wide and 30 feet deep,
A strong movement Is under way In the
WeNt and Northwest to have the I 'lilted
Slates join with the Iiotninion of I'amla
In building a channel down the
St tawrence to tidewater at Montreal.
That would carry o ean navigation Into
the heart of the continent and make
saa porta out of all the porta on the
ilreat takes. It is quite natural, there,
fere, that the plan is enthusiastically
advocated In the Wesl and Northwest.

It is iiulle as nat'irsl. also, that it Is
opposed with equal, or even greater,
enthusiasm In the ta.-t- , and especially
by ihe city and state of New York.
There ;s pretty general agreement that
it was the building of the Krle canal
that gave New York the position of
supremacy it has held for so long.

Eastern Opposition.
At any rate the people of New York

believed that an adequate waterway be-

tween the Croat takes and the Hud-
son wan vital to the maintenance of
their commercial supremacy, unci they
believed It hard enough to spend neat-
ly 1 1,"o, 000, 000 on the enlargement of
the Krle canal.
