Construction on tlie plant will start1
shortly after New Year's and It Is the
hopes of the new company to start
manufacturing operations In the fall.
The building will be six stories, of re-

inforced concrete and modern in every
respect. It will lie tlie largest bakery
In the South airtl employ upward of
MM) persons. The home office of the
Iten BiscuH company Is In Omaha, Neb.
Branch plants already are tn operstion
In Oklahoma City and Nelson, Neb. It
Is one of the largest concerns nf the
kind In the comitry Products of the
Memphis plant will be crackers, wafers
and similar commodities.

The site has a frontage of "i)'J feet
on Florida and a dcpJi of 4f.O feet. Hall-

way facilities at the tract are excel-
lent The company will ship from Mem-

phis products to all points in the South
and Southeast.

The Galloway Coal company, which

operates six mines in Walker county
.mi n mine In Bibb county. Ala.,

, producing now about SO cats per day,
is delivering all Its e.oai in sttici ac-

cordance with the government regu-
lations, billing all coal on the basis
of the government fixed prices and ab-

sorbing the 14 per cent increase In

wages granted the miners. except such
coal as was sold on contracts made
before Oct. 1, which is being delivered
st the contract price, said Frank N.

Fisher, Monday. No riders or condi-

tions of any kind are being attached
to the billing, Mr. Fisher said. .

Practically all of the coal sold hy
the Galloway Coal company on contracts
made before Oct. 30, is railroad coal,
according to Mr. Fisher, which repre-
sents about 40 per cent of the com-

pany's output. About 10 cars per day
arc being delivered to Memphis trade
territory of which about lour cara is
for Memphis proper.

A number of local dealers are said
to be getting their coal at the present
time on contracts made previous to
Oct. 30, for prices at from 50 to 73

cents per ton higher than the govern-
ment prices, but the higher prices are
not effective on the bulk of the coal
arriving here.

Belt railroad systems, has been lifted,
