BRITAIN GOES VERY

SLOW NOW WITH U.S.

LONDON. Jan. 10 England. It.i press
end public men, show a belated but,
nevertheless, eollil realisation of the un-

wisdom of attempting; direct persuasion
Of America on such subjects as the
league of nations, the peace treaty add
the proposed mandate for Turkey.

A few months ago every move In the
peace battle was followed by Immediate
end fulsome comment and opinion In
the, editorial columns, and by pro-
nouncements by public men.

Today Paris and Indon and Rome
end Berlin still consider It open season
for comment nnd word wars when any
emergency for shifting of the pawns
of peace give cause. But when some
Haw move Is made In the United States
senate, or some message come, from
the White House, tliere Is a visible,

audible pause before any opinions
ere ventured on the subject.

America has broken bounds, and no-

body on this side of the water Is sure
Just how extensive the break Is. Cer-
tain American correspondents writing
for the British press reassure .lohn Bull
end tell him that the "Stiites will come
around all right." Certain prominent
Americans here on official and semi-
official business tell a similar story.
But these statements tail to carry bind-

ing conviction to the experts of the
written word who are lodged in va-

rious sanctums along Fleet street. They
eleo fall of complete conviction with
timet of the prominent occupants of
offices along Whitehall.

Both the editor nnd the official would
--like to believe that Col. John Rochan
eteee UP ute situation oorrcruy worn
he spoke at an American Correspon-
dents' association luncheon. Buchan
referred to the biblical analysis of the
three kinds of men: The one who says
"I go." and goeth; the one who says
"f go" end goeth not. and. finally, the
one who says "I goeth not," but

goeth. The last, he declared,
wee a Scotch trait, nnd in America to-

day this Scotch trait Is dominating.
Both the editor and the official would

Hke to believe that America is merely
displaying a bit of Scotch caution mid
etubbornness, but neither can convince
himself entirely of this. 80 comment
on America languishes.

Public comment on America's move,
or refusal to move, on the peace ques-
tion, the league and the mandate, hue
not entirely reused, of course, but It
baa diminished about So per cent, and
it Is Interlarded with cautiously worded
reservations. If the senate makes some
big move today, it tuny be day itfter
omorrow Instead of tomorrow, before

any real comment appears In the press.
Heads get together, evidently, and there
are conferences and careful supervision
of Ideas. The comment, when it ap- -

Today, undoubtedly, her battle to

America Is still being waged, but
the publicity side of the evangelistic
work .has slipped a cog. She hue lost
the pulso beat of American opinion, and
until she regains It editors and public
men show a desire to proceed slowly
and with exceeding care.
