CHIROPRACTORS HOLD
LAW DOESN'T HIT 'EM

Whether or not chiropractors In the
city of Memphis will he enjoined from
the practice of their profession will
doubtless lie decided Mondav by Chan-
cellor Helskell Arguments of counsel
were closed Friday afternoon at 6
o'clock, attorneys for the chiropractors
attacking the const It utlonalltv of the
law under which counsel for osteopathsand the medical board seek to have
them enjoined

The chiropractors claim that (here Is
no law on the statute books relatingto their profession and that they do
not come within the pale of existinglaws because of the unconstitutionalityof those laws In that certain classes are
exempt

Attorneys representing the osteopath
contend that the chiropractors an- - en-
gaged In "a healing art." which Is cov-
ered by a state law which requires ex-
amination before a stale board before
a person is permitted b) practice his
profession.

At the close of arguments Judge Hels-
kell stated that he would receive briefs
In the case Saturday and would prob-
ably render a decision on Monday. It
has been announced that an appeal will
he taken by either the osteopaths or
chiropractors regardless of the decision
"f the court. In order that the law may
be thoroughly tested.
