The wisdom of the orders issu-- by
Mftyor Paine in closing the schools
and the theaters and restricting public
assemblages, as soon as It became evi-

dent that there was danger of an epi-

demic of influenza unless such measures
w,re taken Is now apparent.

The good judgment of the officials of
the health department has also been
vindicated in their action in cam eling
the closing orders, as reports to the
department Monday indicated that the
spread of the disease has been almost
entirely checked, only 21 eases of In-

fluenza were reported Sunday and bul
41! new eases were reported up to Men-da.-

noon.
There were about tl.Ouft cases reported

In all. and very few denlhs attributed
to influenza alone.

Mayor Payne has received a report
of tlu Influenza situation In Detroit,
where no closing order was Issued. In
that city for January and February
there sere lft.920 ease , with 1,161

deaths. The number of deaths in 19IS
in Detroit was 8f!6. with a total of

cases, Indicating that the disease
wan worse this year than during Ihe
nation-wid- e epidemic two years ago.

street, w South Memphis. MomlaV
morning at 7:50 o'clock when fire brokecut In Ihe finishing room of Ihe fac.
lory The flames spread rapldlv. and
within a few minutes the factory build-
ing was ablaze from end to end.

A call for help was sent to the cityfire department, when It Wal seen thatIhe company's fire fighting equipmentwas inadequate to subdue the blase.
Two companies, under command of Ju-
lius venturtm, first assistant chief,
responded.

The office, dry kiln and lumber yardwere saved from the flames bv the fast
work of the firemen. The factory,however, was wrecked. Box DtgTa stand-
ing on a spur track were badlv dam-
aged by the fire.

The company employed 25 men. who
were in the plant at th,- time

Out. All employes had plentyof time lo flee to Safety,
Chief Venturlni still was on ihe

scene of the fire nhortlv after noon.
