He is one of the ablest Democrats in the
nation, and a presiding officer that knows the "book o' rules" so
well that his decisions are rarely overturned by the senate, in
which there is a hostile majority.

What especially appeals to us in connection with Mr. Mar-
shall's announcement as a candidate for delegate is his unqualified
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explanation. Ther" was no attempt to
deceive or make it other than a drv
land view, and the park craft was plain-
ly marked 'the only American warshipnot in the water.'

"Nevertheless the country chuckled."
continues the Preps, "because the men-
tal picture of a naval candidate posineon a dry land ship fitted in so well with
what it knows of the great American
system of political grandstanding and
bluffing."

"If Michigan has any sense of hu-
mor." comments the Harrlsburg Patriot
(Ind. Dem ). "a disclosure of this kind
ought to give them a month of laughsand spare their minds for the moment
from other phases of the campaignwhich were shameful and sordid."

The moral of the whole affair, as the
Richmond News leader (Ind Dem.),draws it. is that we must "provide by
sia line that all the campaign managers
of any candidate subscribe to oath,
precisely as he does, that the only funds
expended were those covered bv the
statement of the candidate. If this
should be done, how vastly would
shrink the proportions of political cam-
paigns!"

But the Sioux City Journal (Rep.i.sees no hone in that direction. ''Politi-
cal integrity cannot he legislated Into
a people." it says, and goes on:

"It must come from Within them and
be voluntary. The purity of the ballot
in any state Is no greater than the
nurpose of the people of that stale to
be incorruptible. The Newberry funds
could not have been spent in Michigan
had there been no place to spend them:
no people willing to accept them for
the purposes they were expected to ac-

complish. . . The Michigan elec-
torate was corrupted because a portion
of that electorate was willing to be cor-
rupted."

Europe Boycotting Our Goods.
If the British government has placedan embargo upon cotton importations,as rumored, it would be .merely giving

official sanction to a tendency that
has been growing ever since the ex-

change situation became acute. Such
a step might give added Impetus to the
tendency; but. the tendency itself, if
not official stimulated, would ultimate-
ly produce in a natural wav the same
effect a.s an embargo would be designedto do in an artificial wav. Therefore,
one might doubt the truth of the
rumor, unless it he assumed either that
the Brtttsh authorities have no knowl-
edge of natural economic processes, or
that the situation is so much more
acute than we have assumed as to
make swift action imperative.

Only a few days ago it was reported
that dealers in Denmark were preparedto send back to the United States, for
sale here, millions of dollars worth of
American goods because they could not
sell them at a profit in Europe while
European money was so low in value.
If the British government determined
to keep out American cotton it would
be for a different object, but the con-
ditions imiwlling it to take that step
would be the same as in the case of
the Scandinavian merchants.

So far as the final outcome is con-

cerned, it might make little difference
whether the report about, the British
embargo was true or false. In either
case the stoppage of shipments from
America to Europe, whether effected by
artificial or by natural means, would
logically be expected to arrest the
processes which have been working to
Europe's financial disadvantage.

A general boycott of American goods
by foreign nations, besides tending tn
bring the rates of exchange Into a
tolerable relationship, would certainly
be expected to reduce prices in the
United States and such reduction in
prices would be an additional factor In
Europe's favor as well as in favor ot
our own domestic consumers.

in this light it might be said that the
unwholesome situation brought about by
the disparity In the rates of exchange
contains within itself the elements for
its own cure. The depreciation of
European money is a process lhat can-
not go on forever. San Antonio Light'

desire to see the country return to the "ancient and time-honor- ed

Democratic doctrines."
Vice-Preside- nt Marshall is a Democrat of the old school. He

believes that Democracy is a steadfast and unvarying principle,
and he is one of the few disciples of Jefferson and Jackson re-

maining in public life. He does not po off after strange theories
that read well on paper or sound well to the ear. He believes
in a practical political party, and has no visionary schemes and
no pet theories that will not stand the test of application or the
light of the noonday sun.

He believes in the equality of all men under the law and in-

dividual responsibility to the law. As to what the Democratic
party, according to his conception, should stand for. he says

"The Democratic party should pledge itself to rebuild the
American political structure by clearly dividing its citizens into
(he law-abidin- g and the g; miking its laws rest equally
upon all men. permitting the individual citizen who is honest to
succeed by honest methods; giving to no citizen legislative advan-

tage; speedily punishing anyone who unjustly obtains success by
crooked and dishonest means; recogniaing that this is still a n

of states; demanding that the states discharge the duties
of local resisting the usurpations of the general
government ; removing corrupt and biased judges but standing
always for obedience to the decrees of courts and to constituted
authority; insisting that the legislative branch of the government
shall be responsible for the discharge of its duty and serving no-
tice upon it that it cannot skulk behind an alleged interference
upon the part of the executive branch; electing a legislature
pledged to discharge the countless officials and innumerable agents
made necessary by the war. and to administer public affairs along
economic lines, even to the point of the veto of every bill earn-
ing not only unnecessary and appropriations, but ap-
propriations for the benefit of a few citizens rather than for the
common good; regulating strictly every public utility, and pun-
ishing all those seeking to profiteer either personally or through
aggregated combinations of men or money; in short, the presenta-
tion to the people for their suffrages of a man upon an old-tim- e

Democratic platform, under the principles of which the republic
for so many years was contented, prosperous and invincible.

"If a faith of this kind appeals to the Democrats of Indiana. I

desire to go as a delegate at large to the convention at San Fran-
cisco to advocate this kind of a platform, and to ascertain w hether
everything that made the republic great was right or wrong.

This is a doctrine good enough to elect a delegate to the con-
vention on in fact it is a good enough doctrine to elect a presi-
dent on, and if Mr. Marshall should throw his hat into the ring
with the slogan. "Hack to Jefferson and Jackson." he would be a
strong contender for the nomination. Certainly he would receive
the support of many who believe Democracy is a tangible thing
instead 4 an apparition,

It is much too early to guess the
outcome of the trial at Orand Rapids,
where Senator Newberry and 121 or
his campaign workers are aecused of
violating the federal election laws In
the 191R campaign. The Baltimore Sim
tlnd Dem.) predicts that "the trial
will be an exceedlnglv protracted one."
But. says the Detroit News tlnd.) "evenas early as this the Newberry trial Is
not without heart interest
That's what makes it all such a good
tdory."

Although the puteome may Involve
the conflicting claims of the Republi-can and Democratic parties to a Mich-
igan seat In the t'nlted Slates senate,
the newspapers of the country, for the
most part, are not Inclined to take a
partisan view of the trial. For In-

stance, the Republican Knoxville Jour-
nal and Tribune says of Senator Ncw-berr-

"He is charged with having spentan enormous amount of monov. or lhat
his supporters did. in violation of cor-
rupt practices laws of both the nation
and the state of Michigan. It will be
for the jury to dc ide after hearing the
evidence and what the lawyers on each
side have to say for the client on the
subject. It is not yet proper for the
public to say but on Its face it has a
nasfy look and smells bad."

On tlie other hand, the IndependentDemocratic Baltimore Sun thinks the
prosecution has revealed at the outset
that it is weak. The Sun savs:

"fine thing that will catch the atten-
tion r.f the ordinarv reader is the black-
ness of the picture which Mr. Dalley
i the prosecutor) draws of Senator New-
berry. . It is nearly always a sign
of weakness when it Is necessary lo
bolster up a case at the outset with
professional 'dramatics,' or to destroy
the alleged criminal with verbal vitriol
before a single witness has been heard."

"This is no defense of Senator New-

berry," the Sun Koes on; "but the
government's case is prejudiced by a
lack of dignity and in Its
presentation. . . The real Issue is
obscured and the country as well as
the jury may be left In a state of in-

decision. The case Is too serious to be
allowed to end in that way."

It seems to be conceded that large
sums of money were spent on Senator
Newberry's election,, but the defense
insists, first, that Senator Newberry
himself was not responsible for nor
even acquainted with the campaign
methods of his followers, and second,
that there is no evidence of "conspira-
cy" among the latter to violate Un
law. This line of defense, in the view
of the Chattanooga Times (Ind. Dem.)
is too technical:

"Whether there Is conspiracy or not."
it says, "the stark, bald and disgrace-
ful fact is made clear that enormous
sums of money were used lo corrupt the
electorate of the state 'the lid is off,'
said one of the workers to an intimate,
'and the sky is the limit.' Whether
Senator Newberrv shall be able to es-

cape on the technicalities of the law-i- s

not so much Ihe question as that
decency and honest regard for tlie
law were thrown to the wind.! and a
reckless and contemptuous program for
buying Ihe. election was adopted by the
managers of the campaign."

But, remarks the Columbus Dispatch
(Ind.):

"Men of the Newberry type are really
not so much to blame. They are mil-

lionaires who are worked by designing
politicians in most instances. They are
willing to disburse thi-i- r money to ob-

tain the honor, and they do not pay
enough attention to Ihe details of the
disbursement. They do not see that it
is a terrible thing to have established
in this country such systems and poli-

cies as will enable a man literally to
huv his wav Into the senate."

The defense reminds the jury also
that Senator Newberry's opponent was
Henry Ford, because of whose "known
pacifist attitude, ' as the Idaho States-
man 1 Rep i puts it, "many patriotic
people of Michigan were greatly aroused
lest he should be elected to the sen-
ate in war time." However, the Chat-
tanooga News (Dem.) declares that
Ford's "views on preparedness and
peace were not essentially different
from those of the president" and re-

minds us that "President Wilson
Mr. Ford the best man in Mich-

igan for the senate." The News holds
lhat "our institutions are In more dan-

ger from men like. those who manipu-
lated the Newberrv fund than from
Mr. Ford." The Atlanta Journal (Ind.
Hem.) thinks Mr. Ford's views Irrele-
vant to the case; "we might suicose.
from the lone of the eminent counsel's
speech." it ssys, "lhat Ford and not
Newberrv was on trial."

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20 Now that
the war is over, men of daring are
again turning their eyes toward the
last great unexplored wilderness of the
world, and the most terrible of them all

the Antarctic continent. Dr. John 1.

Cope, commander of the British im-

perial Antarctic expedition, has an-

nounced that one feature of tlie five-ve-

expedition which Is to start next
June will be a dash at the south pole
by airplane.

Of course tlie south pole has already
been readied. This most inaccessible
of all places on earth was reached first
by AmmuBdsen, who got there and back
in safety, and in the same year by
Scott, who gut his goal and then (lied
with hiH companions of cold and star-
vation on the way hack, leaving a Jour-
nal which was afterward recovered and
is one of tlie most inspiring accounts of
death coolly met that was ever written

To the average man, whose chief ob-

ject in life is to make himself as com-fo- l

table as possible, It might seem lhat
the explorers would be satisfied to
leave the Antarctic alone now that tin
pole has been reached. Hut to the
hardy and courageous souls who delight
in explorations the Antarctic is still a
Challenging opportunity. Its explora-
tion has really Just begun, Geographers
still differ as lo whether it is one great
continent or two of them, or an archi-
pelago composed of a number of Is-

lands. And despite the many expedl-tlon- s

which have gone there ami tlie
t umber of brave men who have died
there, many things about tlte south
polar region remain to be studied
Problems not only in geography, but in

geology, terrestrial magnetism and me-

teorology remain to he solved, and lie
life of lite frozen southern seas has not
been adequately studied

The south polar regions present a

much more difficult problem to human
courage and ingenuity than does the
Arctic. Ocan currents warm the region
about the north po'e much more than
they do those about the south pole, so
that there Is a warm summer and an
abundant animal lite In the north at
a latitude which in the south Is bitterly
cold all the year around There Is

practically no animal life en Ihe Ant-actl- c

land mass. Besides this the great
southern blizzard is a more deadly thing
titan the north has to show.
