SOLDIER RELIEF

Demands for Legislation Wage
Liberal Treatment for

Disabled Men.

WASHINGTON, March 2. Franklin
d'Olier, national commander of the
American legion, outlining to the house
ways and means committee today the
organisation's demand for soldier relief
legislation, declared it wanted no bonus,
but assistance for former service men
in overcoming present "financial disad-
vantages."

All the Legion asks, he told the com
mlttee. "is as liberal treatmeitt as is
consistent with the welfare of the whole
country."

"An overwhelming majority of
men feel strongly that this gov-

ernment owes ah obligation to a.i
who were handicapped either bod-

ily or financially," the national
declared, adding that disabled

men wanted relief legislation "to the
end that they would no longer be ob-

jects of private charity."
Recommendations for legislation were

presented as follows:
Land settlements covering farms in

all states; aid to encourage purchase!
ot homes; vocational training, asid ad-

justment of compensation based on
length of service for those not desiringto avail themselves of the other three
features.

The American legion." Mr. d'Olier
said, "asks nothing in its selfish In-

terests at the expense of the count v.
but at the same time does not feel that
this obligation to men and
women should be altogether passed bv
at this time and all economizing done
at me expense ot the men.

"If legislation Is wisely framed cov-
ering land settlement, home aid. and
vocational training, every dollar in-
vented by the government will brlnK
ultimately great teturns to the country
by making the man a Jitt-er citizen an greater producer."

refrigeration was radically changedunder new tariffs effective April 28,
and shippers and railway traffic men
are advised to analyze the new regula-tions carefully.

The present system of refrigerationfor carload shipments of fruits and
vegetables is changed from "per ton"
basis to a "stated charge" basis.

Instead of billing out as charges on
waybill, the cost of initial icing and

as at present, a stated charge
will be assessed to cover the icing
irom point or origin to destination, the
amount to De inserted in waybill as
separate entry by the agent at the
oiinng point.

The stated charge' basis does not an
ply to carload shipments of meat, pack-
inghouse products, butter, eggs, dressed
poultry anu nananas.

STATES MAY TAX

NONRESIDENTS

Income Levies Must Be in

Harmony With Laws of
Commonwealth.

WASHINGTON March 2. -- Right of
the states to impose taxes on non-

residents, provided they are in harmony
with those imposed on residents, was
upheld and defined Monday by the su-

preme court In two decisions.
In a, case from Oklahoma, file court

held that a state unquestionably had
authority to levy income taxes again it
nonresidents on incomes derived tiom
property within the state.

In a New York case, however, the
court declared such taxes against non-
residents must not he discriminatory.

The Oklahoma jncome law was sus-
tained and the New York law declared
void insofar as it denies to nonresi-
dents exemptions where given New
York citizens. Both opinions were giv
en by Justice Pitney, with Justice

dissenting in the New sA'ork
case. In both suits were involved the
exemptions, similar Vo the federal in-

come tax law, provided for married and
sirgle persons.

Distinction between the Oklahoma
and New York laws, it appears, was
that the Oklahoma law gives

and citizens the slime exemp-
tions, while the New York law denies
to nonresidents exemptions granted Lis
own citizens.

In the Oklahoma proceedings Charles
B. Shaffer, of Chicago, sued the. state
auditor to enjoin collection of income
tnxes levied on income derived from
Oklahoma oil wells. In the other case,
Comptroller Travis, of New York. wa9
enjoined by the Yale & Towne Manu-

facturing company, having a plant In
Connecticut from collecting income
taxes from its employes, without giving
them the exemptions given New York
citizens under the New York law.

WASHINGTON. March 2. Represen-
tatives of the railroad unions aro un-

derstood to have voted today to give
the new railroad law a trial in bringing
about a settlement of their wage de-

mands. ' '
It is understood also that they decided

to hold in abeyance plans to test the
constitutionality of the law and not to
reTer the controversy to the union mem-
bership for a vote "until the. law has
htn given a fair triad."

It ! said, that all dan-
ger of a general 'strike at this time has
been removed. One of the union offi-
cials said: "We are all good Americans
and desire to go alone with the presi-
dent as far as we can."

WASHINGTON. March 2 President
Wilson Is preparing to set up the trib-
unal provided in the railroad bill for
considering the wage demands of the
2,000,000 railroad employes.

It was announced at the White House
today that he was writing to the unions
and railroad companies asking that
they nominate representatives to the
wage board. Under the law the unions
name six representatives and the roads
six. From, each of these groups the
president will select three and In ad-
dition he will name three representa-
tives of the public. The board of nine
as thus constituted will be subject to
.senate approval.

Decisions of the board will bo by
majority vote provided one of the ma-

jority is of the public group. The law
does not make acceptance of the find-

ings mandatory on either the workers
or the roads, but members of congress
during debate on the measure expressed
the belief that public opinion would
compel acceptance.

Representatives of the brotherhoods
stiil are meeting In Washington con-

sidering the president's reply to their
wage demands Jn which he promised
that if the new law did not provide for
a tribunal for settlement of wage con-
troversies he would use his efforts to
have, a board appointed. In asking the
president to veto the railroad vill, the
railroad men said the machinery set
up by law would result in a delay of
many months in the settlement of
their demands. :,
