quisite selections of the entire program.
Then drawing from the works of Schu-
mann for three numbers he continued
his success nnd left no doubt whatever
that he is worthy of all the praise thai
can be bestowed upon him.

When he sounded the first note of
the famous Llaat arrangement of the
"Tannhauser Overture," one of the mas-
ter works of Wagner, every ear was
attuned, for it was quickly noled that
here was to be the climacteric number
of the evening. Ita varied and unusual
demands of rhythm, nuance, technique
and phrasing were convincingly met and
the audience was swept to the loftiest
heights of the evening, for It was a rare
event. Beauties only expected to be
brought out by a symphony orchestra
were scattered before the listeners and
it left them wondering If It were possi-
ble to hear better playing As a final
