"The supreme court 1 evidently de-

termined," nay the Press, "that wealth
must be cherished. . . . The legal
pendulum whicb seemed to be swinging
a few year ago strongly against privi-
lege now seem to be swinging back
hard."

The Fargo Courier-New- s (Non-Par- t.

League) dissents so strongly that it is
even moved to suggest "some popular
curb on the supreme ourt." It con-
tinues:

"A constitutional amendment should
be Initiated, restoring the original in-

tent of the constitution that congress
should be superior to the supreme court,
not its inferior. No other naton In
the world permits a small legal autoc-
racy to veto at its will the mandate of
the elected representatives of the peo-
ple."

"From now on It Is eafe to say." pre-
dicts the Salt Lake Herald (Rep.),
"that capital stock Increases and stock
distributions will be highly popular and
the revenue losses to the government
must necessarily increase relatively and
have to be made up in some other
way," and the Grand Rapids Press
(Ind.) add that the decision "involves
losses running into many millions In
prospective collections and require re-

funds of about $3fT,000,000 in such taxes
collected since 1916. . . . The stock-
holders will be gladdened in the same
measure that the revenue collectors is
saddened."

Many regret that the decision should
have been so close. "It is a margin

who had expressed some emphatic opin-
ions derogatory to the steel trust in a
congressional Investigation before his
elevation to our highest bench."

In such a case as the latter, the To-

ledo News-Be- e (Ind.) thinks "proper
legislative steps should immediately be
taken to make a majority of the su-

preme court .necessary for all deci-
sions," but even this Is not enough in
the view of the Quincy (III.) Journal
(Ind. Dem.), which holds that there
should be at least a two-thir- vote."
The Hartford Courant (Rep.) thinks
moreover that "minority opinions of
courts should not be made public." The
only effect of such publication, it de-

clares, "is to lessen the dignity of the
court."

Why "Melons" Are Not Income
It puiiles lots of people to hear from

the supreme court that when a cor-

poration cuts a big 'melon'- - the stock-
holder do not have to pay Income
taxes on it. If a man owns stock In
a prosperous enterprise which decide
to distribute it surplua in the form of
a "stock dividend," why should he not
have to report such a dividend a tax-
able income, Just as if he had
it in cash?

"The cutting of an apple into four
part Instead of two does not Increase
the size of the apple," ay the lloston
I'ost (tnfl. Dem.) by way of illustra-
tion. "So. the division of a jrjiora-tion's

assets inlo 100.000 shares Instead
of 50.000 shares does not increase the
value of the shares, nor give the share-
holder a larger equity In the assets."
In the same way. the Sun and New
York Herald (Ind.) points, out that "if
a man owns a dollar bill and splits It
into two silver or Into four
quarters, or into ten dimes. or divides
It as many times as you please, he has
not a penny more and not a penny less
than when It was In the single dollar
bill."

Thus stock dividends represent real-
ly capital, and not income, or. as the
Chicago Daily News (ind.) describes
it, the "promise or possibilltw of in-
come. The fact that the stock dividend
is a gift a 'melon' does not alter the
essential feature of the situation, since
the gift takes the form of a papertitle to dividends, should they be
earned." If dividends are paid on the
stock, of course, they are taxable.

The effect, of this decision is "in
the direction of removing hnmnprtnff
burdens and reir rlctions from capitaland freeing it to engage in the devel-
opment of the country's-lndustrlc- s," in
the opinion of the New York Mail (Ind.)and the Mail goes on to say:"To tax investments, in addition tt
taxing earnings In the form of divi-
dends. Is the surest way to discourage
enterprise, block expansion, and make
the road to prosperity difficult. To
realize that fact It Is not necessary to
go further than the consideration that,in order to pay an income tax on a
share of stock given him In lieu of
dividend, it would he necessary for the
holder to Invade his savings from other
sources or sell his share, perhaps at a
loss."

The effect of the deci-
sion is illustrated by the Wheeling Reg-ister (Deni.), which notes that:

"For instance the American Car &
Foundry with a total of 131,324,521 un-
divided profits is ready to declare stock
dividends equal to 104 a share; Morris
& Co., packers, are holding J52.S23.864.
or $1,760 per share; the Standard Oil
companies of Indiana, New York and
Ohio have big dividends on which thetax as earnings has been paid and can
be distributed as stock dividends, while
the Republic Iron and Steel, National
Biscuit, Pittsburgh Coal and many oth-
er industries are in similar positions,which means that the court's decree is
bound to send prices sky-hig- h in .the
market as there will now be sharp lAjy-in- g

in order to grab blocks of the com-mo- n

stock of those companies uponwhich slock dividends are sure to be
paid."

But if the correctness of tho decision
appears obvious from the argumentsabove quoted, It must be remembered
that four of the nine supreme court
justices dissented, and held that stock
dividends were taxable. Many news-
papers agree with the minority of the
court. "As judges disagree, so will
individuals disagree," observes the Min-
neapolis Journal (Ind. Rep.).The decision "is based on neither
sound law nor sensible logic," declares
the Sioux City Journal (Rep.), whichfurther expresses the opinion that "itwill enable every corporation to dodgethe payment of income tax on Its stock
for its stockholders," and the Nash-
ville Banner (Ind.) believes "the deci-
sion will undoubtedly prove unpopular.'
Sharply critical, also, is the PittsburghDress (Ind.):

A. He was a noted French sculptor
who lived from 1834 to 1904. Among
his best known works is the statue of
liberty in New York harbor, which was
given to the United States by France
in 1886.

Q. How many flour mills are there
In the United States? L. K. B.

A. It is estimated that there are
about 7.000 wheat flour mills in this
country which, during the last three
years, have produced on an average of
118.000.000 barrels of flour annually, or
more than one barrel for every man,
woman and child in the country. This
output of flour has required the grind-
ing of about 550,000,000 bushels of wheat
per year.

Q. How long does a copyright run?

A. Copyrights are granted for the
term of 28 years. At the expiration of
this period, the author, if still living,
or his widow, or children, if he is dead,
may have the coypright extended for
the further term of 14 years. The ap-

Q. In what section of the country Is
the greatest percentage of illiteracy?

A. The bureau of cdnsus says that
there is more Illiteracy in the South,
due largely to the negro population,
than In any other section of the United
States. The four states which have
the highest percentage of illiterates are
Louisiana. South Carolina, Alabama and
Mississippi. Iowa and Nebraska have
the lowest rates.

Q. Where Is the famous Gretna
Green, and for what is it celebrated?

A. The original Gretna Green is a

small village, in Scotland, less than a
mile from the border which separates
England and Scotland. It was famous
as a marrying place for eloping couples.
There was formerly a Gretna Green in
Kentucky where couples were united in
matrimony in defiance in parental
wishes.

Q. Will there be daylight saving in
the United States this summer?

A. The daylight saving act was re-

pealed by congress last year over tho
presidents veto, and consequently the
clocks of the country as a whole, will
not be set forward this summer, un-

less congress the law, which
is quite unlikely. Several states are
considering continuing the daylight
saving plan, and a number of cities
have already decided to do so.

A. There were 39 divisions in the

A. This cognomen was applied to

William Frederick Cody, one, of the
most picturesque characters in the life
of the West. He was born in Iowa,
and became one of the riders of the
pony express at Its establishment In
IDlitl. Later he became a scout, guide
and famous hunter. After the Civil
war he contracted with the Kansas-Pacifi- c

railroad to furnish buffalo meat
to Its laborers, thus earning for him-
self the name of "Buffalo Hill." In 1883

he organized his Wild West show.

Q. Did the Sweet amendment to the
war risk insurance act provide for the
payment in a lump sum of government
insurance .' 1''.
