This car effigy was made entirely of
strong Chinese paper stretched en bam-
boo and reed frames. The car was com-

plete in every detail, the pedals accu-
rately placed, and all made of paper
and bamboo. The Interior of the car
was also accurate in detail, being care-
fully upholstered In paper. The effigy
of the driver as showp In the photo-
graph, was a work of art- - The car

about three miles through
crowded streets to the graveside where
a match was applied and It was con-

sumed in a few minutes.
