before his trial and crucifixion,and with Monday, Holy Week, the most
solemn season of the church year inboth faiths, will be Inaugurated.Palm Sunday will see two local Epis-
copal parishes visited by Bishop Co-
adjutor Troy Beatty. Sunday morninghe will preach and confirm a class at
St. Mary's cathedral, while Sunday
evening he will visit Grace church, de-

livering the sermon and confirming an-
other class.

On each morning of Holy Week, save
Good Friday, early communion will be
celebrated In all Episcopal churches.
Good Friday, the most solemn day of
the week, commemorative of the death
of Christ, will see the early commu-
nion services omitted, but In all Epis-
copal churches the day will be observed
with services of a special nature. ' In
at least three churches the three-hou- r
service commemorative of the agony of
the Lord upon the cross will be held,
beginning at noon. These churches are
St Mary's cathedral, Grace church and
St. Luke's church.

Sunday, April t. Easter Sunday, in
all Episcopal churches sees the sack-
cloth and ashes of repentance and fast-
ing laid aside, and special services in
which happy and joyous music is fea-
tured, held, thus signalizing the end
of the Lenten period.
