1919 State and County Taxes Became
. Delinquent on March 1, 1920
Under the law, penalties for the month of March amount to six and one-ha- lf

.per cent of the original amount of the taxes past due.
On April first the penalties will be increased to eight per cent and on Ma

first to nine-- and one-ha-lf per cent, as provided by law.

Puring the month of May all property upon which 1919 state and county
taxes have not been paid will be advertised for sale, and on June first all such
property upon which taxes have not been paid will be sold to the state, in ac-

cordance with the law. This will entail an additional expense of one dollar on
each tax bill, to cover cost of such advertising.
Taxpayers are herebff notified f thes$ inereaing penalties, the application of which is made mandatory by
the tax laivf of the State of Tennessee.
