Instead ol a long bread line of hungry
men, he said he saw only eight food
petitioners, (hough (he nigh! was one
of the coldest of Ihe winter.

"The Bowery breadline of New York
has passed awiy." said Mr Fry. "and
the Helping Hand dormitories in Kan-
sas City arc closed. Salvation Army
homes are said to shelter only a few
old or physically decrepit men, while
there is small demand for free meals."

Reasons for the vanishment of the
hobo, Mr. Kry declared, include prohi-
bition, plenty 'of employment and higher
wages.

The difference between the hobo and
the tramp, it was explained, is that the
former Is the wandering workman, will-

ing to earn a dollar here and a dollar
there, just enough to keep him""lf from
Starving. And It is because .dd jobs
have been abundant that the lobo bos
deserted the bread-lin- e in these days
of the high cost of living.

Improved Weather and Lower
Sterling Stimulates Selling,

But ItJs Cautious.

Tuesday Afte-noo- n. March M.
More favorable weather In all sec-

tions of the belt and lower foreign ex-

change rates gave some encouragement
to the reaction idea in cotton today,
but traders could not get themselves
away from the bigness of discounts as
compared with the actual or the risk
attending the short side. Buying pow-
er was perhaps less confident, yet sell-
ers were equally cautious and the mar-
ket was largely a backing and filling
affair.

The close in New York was steady
and from unchanged to 17 points to
the bad. while in New Orleans' final
tone was called very steady, but the
list was 10 to 24 points to the bad.

Liverpool was better than due to make
response to close on this side yester-
day, helped by lower prices of sterling,
but private cables did not bring en-

couraging accounts of affairs In Ger-
many. Manchester was credited with
buying In Liverpool, but It was evi-
dent later that the more favorable as-

pect of the crop news from this side
helped to widen differences between old
and new positions. Finals were quiet
but steady and from 11 points to the
good to three to the bad. spots were
marked down 23 points, fullv middling
to 29.0ld, with sales only 2.000 bales,
including I. BOO American. Receipts for
the day were 51,000 bales. Including
47,800 American. Manchester cabled
that cloths were dull but steady, while
yarns were quiet and steady.

Slight declines at the opening fea-
tured the domestic markets, for over-
night advices told of better weather In
practically the entire belt, while first
quotations on sterling was 10.85. a
drop overnight of several points.

The outlook for weather was favor-
able, although there is a possibility of
some unsettlement coming into the belt
during the next few days, which nat-
urally would be quicklv responded to.

There was little new in spot advices,and business generally was quite small.
The holders are not showing any anxie-
ty in the open, although signs are not
lacking in some directions of concern
because the low grades are not mov-
ing. As against this, however, is the
known fact that tenderable grades are
so scarce that shorts In contracts are
practically at the mercy of those who
hold the long end.
