There Is however, one thing against
this method, namely, the possibility of

forgetting the bnking powder, especially

ways used the "mix and sift the dry
Ingredients" method.

Nut Bread With Yeast Three cup
of flour, one cup of chopped nut meats,
one rup of scalded milk, cup
of lukewarm water, one-ha- lf yeast cake,
one tablespoon of shortening, two table-
spoons of niolarses.

Dissolve the yeast In a little of the
lukewarm water, then stir In remain-
ing water. Let the scalded milk be-

come m and then add the yeast
mixture Add molasses, nut meats and
half the flour and beat until tha whole
mixture bubbles thoroughly. Then add
shortening and remainder of the flour.

Knead for ten minutes, place In
greased bowl and leavo In a warm
place to rise When double in bulk cut
down, knead again, shape Into small
loavis and place into greased puna.
Cover and set In a warm place to riae,
then kike in a moderate oven.
