WASHINGTON. July 14. The full

atory ot what hanptned at Nikolaievuk.
Siberia, under the Bolshevik regime
reached Washington yesterday fr the
first time.

VytT, who, with his wife and two other
American citixna, had been held at
Nlkolaievsk by tho red forces

According to Mr. Dyer s statement,
the Bolahevikl, under Tr.ijilsin. at-

tacked the Japanese iruurd at Nlko-

laievsk, Jan. 21. The fortresses sur-

rendered ahout the middle of February
and tha cltv ahout the end of thai
month. The Japanese guard still held
out and March 1" they were ordered by
Trapitsin to surrender by noon, March

The Japanese, Mr. Pyer w.iil, being
