ComplaintIs made that he Republicans in thesenate could have furnished the extravote to gH the amendment throunh 'hesession of connress In which the Demo-
crats last exercised control and thatmoro time would h.ave thus been avail-
able lo get Iho approval of state legis-lature before the presidential election.

It ia declared, for instance, that Sen-
ator Hale of Maine, Kepublican, could
have voted for suffrage as easily when
the Democrats had control as when the
Republican came into power a few
months later.

But the quarrel of the suffrage lead-
ers Is not with the Kcpubllcans for that
out the Kepublican campaign managersthis year, who, It Is charged, have been
able whenever they wanted to say the
word to get ratification through either
Vermont or Connecticut legislatures, but
have feared the women vote on the
league of nations issue might swing lo
tiov. Cox.

To some extent, the same sort of talk
Is heard among Democrats who say the
Republicans have It In their power
to ratify the suffrage amendment. Rut
ttte women are not altogether positivethat thero isn't some adverse Influence
among the Democrats, too, some of

It Is whispered, for instance, that the
lemocrata are afraid the women might
oppose Gov.

On the other hand, the
women are voting in New York state
for president, and Charlie Murphy was
more than eager to have a wet candi-
date on the presidential ticket this
year and is said to be cocksure of car-
rying New York state for the national
ticket,

The suffrage leaders havo camped on
the doorsteps of both the Republican
and Democratic nominee for the presi-
dency. They Insist that Oov, Oox can
control the Democrats In the Tennes-
see legislature and that Senator Hard-
ing can Influence the Republican mem-
bers.
