Responsibility for continuance of the
fighting In Poland was placed uponthe Russian soviet government bv
Prlnoa Eugene Hapleha. Polish fnrlen
minister. In a telegram sent yesterdaylo Sir Kslc Drutnmond. general sec-
retary of the league of nations.

Warsaw hummed last nleht with mil-
itary activity, but only soldiers and of.
fleers wero allowed In the streets.
Preparations for tho defense of the citywere being made and lights burned late

"I had heard something about the
constitutional inhibition against your
legislature acting upon tha federal
amendment," the senator wrote, "but
I did not know of the explicit provision
to which you make reference. I quite
agree with ynu that member of th
general assembly can not ignore the
stale constitution.

"I did say and I still believe It would
be a fortunate thing for Republicans
to play their full part In bringing about
ratification. I should be very unfair. .

to you and should very much misrepre-
sent my own convictions if I urged you
to vote for ratification when you hold
to a very conscientious belief that there
Is a constitutional inhibition which
prevents your doing so until after an
election has been held.

"I do not want you to have any doubt
about my belief In the desirability of
ratification," the senator concluded,
"but I am Just as earnest about ex-

pressing myself In favor of fldelltyto
confidence in the performance of a pub-
lic service."

Senator Harding's letter was dated
Aug. 10 and was read only after Judge
Tillman had received telegraphic per-
mission from the nominee. A majority
of the Republican membership of the
leglalature ia conceded to favor ratifi-
cation.

SENATOR sFmMONS SAYS
NATION FOR SUFFRAGE

WASHINGTON, Aug. 13. Though de-

claring himself both personally op-

posed to woman suffrage snd undeslrous
of pressing his views upon North Caro-
lina legislators, Senator Simmons of
that state, in a statement last, night,
declared that "public opinion of ths
world and this nation" had settled the
controversy over the subject In favor
of ratification. The statement, which
touched upon the situation in North
Carolina, where the federal suffrage
amendment has been put before a spe-
cial session of the legislature. was
sought by th suffrage supporter as an,
aid In the fight they are now making.

Senator Simmons repeated what he
had said to the North Carolina tat
Democratic convention this spring that
a defeat for ratification lit the North
Carolina legislature "would not defeat,
but only delay the final result, and
that it la the general opinion of the
Democratic leaders In Washington that
"If women were permitted to vot this
fall they would naturally sympathise
with the Democratic party' attitude on
certain leading questions Involved In
this year's national campaign.

"When tho cat's away, the mice

will play." Whether this old adage
holds good in the local weather office
or not la a matter of conjecture, but
the fact remains that while Meteorolo-
gist J. H. Scott, In charge, is awny
In Olbson county, Tenn., on a week's
vacation, the offlc is regularly serv-
ing out thunderstorm predictions. Fri-
day's prediction is the fifth consecu-
tive one. This one states that thunder-
storms are probable Friday night and
BRturday, with cooler weather.

Thursday's prediction ran true to
form as tho city felt 1.04 Inches of
rain In the thundershowers of Thurs-
day night, according to figures of the
weather bureau. The weather waa
somewhat cooler, however, affording a
great relief from th humidity of the
last several day.

The river In the Memphis district
has stopped falling and will remain
practically unchanged for the next two
or three days. Prof, J. D. Blagden,
meteorologist acting In charge of the
weather bureau states Friday. Th"
stage at 7 a.m. was 10 8 feet, a fall
of .1 of a foot since Thursday. No
rise ia In sight, however, for several
days at least.

SCALE COMMITTEE MEETS

CLEVELAND, O., Aug. 13.-- The Joint
