Is trapshooting a recognized sport in
the Emstern colleges” What collegea
have traps and how is It handled as
regards expensa l;l -tuﬂ;lmn'."

Many of the Eastern colleges have
installed traps and aspecialize on trap-
shooting as one of thelr lending sports.
Yale, Cornell, Princeton and Dartmouth
have teams or squads of five men who
annually compete under the immediate
direction of the Intercollegiate assoc!-
ntion. The races are bused on 100 tar-
gels per man, some heautiful trophies
are nwnrded., ‘The expense, as In all
Eports, ls nesessed agoinst contestants,
The president of ong of the colleges
says: “Every college should instiall a
sel of traps, employ an Instructor and
éstabllsh shooting as one of the lead-
ing s]'mrlﬂ in the school. Practical mnd
useful from every angle. No American's
education should be consldered com-
plete until they are taught to shoot
and handle firearms, In & limited time,
Amercans would again be recognized
a8 & nation of expert shols or marks-
men.  Preparcdness should he a ool-
loge elogan.” This is a line of thought
that ambitious heads of different col-
leges should digest before n drive s
made for more funds. People believe
In preparedness as n  precautionary
Anfiwar measure and would ba pried
loose from their exchequer much more
willlngly, with colleges Indorsing this
practical idea.
