show the baselessness of the charge
tmm effort had been made to pur-
[y the office of chief executive and
they rested tholr case entirely on the
thought that even if thelr plans called
for Inrger quotas than had previously
hoen spent, It still was necessary for
the Democrats to prove that any of
the sums. ralspd had been epont or
would be. spent (logitimately,

Republicans Not Excited,

In New York, for Instance, the writer
ehcountursd many Republicans who
were not dieposed to w exclted over
tha Cox charges; they belleved the
public would understand the hi cost
of campilgning was an (nevitable con-
sequence of the high cost of everything
nowadays, ‘The point they were con-
fidont about was that the Demoorats
couldn't prove even by implication the
charges of corruption.

RAILROADS GO BACK
ON OWN RESOURCES

Guarantee Costing $100,-
000,000 Monthly Expires.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.—Estimated
to have cost the government one hune
dred million dolalrs monthly for the
past saix months, the clause of the
transportatlicn act which guarantees to
earnings to rallroads of the country will
céase to ba effpctive at midnight to-
night and the roads again will be on
on thelr own reaources, Further loans
from the governmuent, however, will be
avallable from the revolving fund cre-
uted by the act.

Definite information ns to the coat
to the government of the ecarnings guar-
antea provision probably will not be
known for several months as the warl-
ous rallronds face a considerable task
in httnnci:(f their books In order to
give detalled operation flgures, The bus
reau of rallwaey economles, however,
has estimated that sines the carriers
were returned to thelr owners on March
L, their enrmings have been aix hundred
millfon deollars balow their standard re-
tum,

Most rallronds have certified to the
interstate commerce commission and
treasury that they have Incurred defl-
olts during the slx months perfod and
have usked for advances under the
guarantee clause, pending final report
ae to their losses. Ronds must make
n{:plicauom for advances before mid-
night tonight, otherwiss they must walt
for final compilation of the sums owed
them by the government,

COLUMBUS, 0., Aug. 3l.—Answerin
testimony of Will H, Hays, chalrman o
the Reopublican natlonal commitiee, be-
fora the senate subcommittee Investi-
galing campalgn expenditures in Chj-
tagn yeaterday, Gov. Cox, Democratio
presidenting nominee, declared “the wats
have not contributed a dollar to my
campaign and they will not." The gov-
ernor added that neither the ‘“drys”
contributed.

Gov., Cox's statement was mads aftor
reading newspaper acoounts of the
hearing in Chleago bofore which Chair-
man Hays read a letter purporting to
be from Georga T. Carroll, president
of tha New Jersey Fodarntion of Liguor
Interests, asking for ¢ontributionns to
help eleot Cox.

“It Ix very well understood In this
Slate, in particular,” Gov. Cox sald,
“that the weats have not bean active
In politlcs for some tlme, Official re-

rig to the secratary of stite shiw
hat In the st year or two the wots
hnve not apparently been able to make
larga campalgn contributions for wet
referondums. If Mr. Hays will take the
time to investigate the official reporis
in Ohlo he will find that the wets have
never eontributed & cent to any of my
campalgna.'

The govarnor declared any statement
to the effect that the wels are con-
tributing to hig campaign to ba “ab-
surd on its face,” ndding that he made
reply only because “sllence might be
misconstrued.’
