Turner forced to submit to
having his hands and feet kissed
when he had safely taken them from
the dangers of their own country.
And. bark in New York, ho held a
thre-da- y reception at the Hotel
Pennsylvania, where ho received rela
tlves of other refugees. He hud tnken
the names of the relatives In Amer-
ica of many poor Poles and Jew
ha was forced to leave behind, and
he sent post eards to them on his
arrival in New York, telling them to
call upon him at the hotel for news
of their dear ones across tho water.

As Turner and his wagon train of
'refugees prepared to flee Kobryn.
ha had In his party a woman and
two children, a boy 11 and a girl 7.

Tix husband and father already was
In America, and they were over-Joye- d

at the opportunity to get with
him, in the new-foun- d land of free-
dom. All of the refugees had been
forced for weeks to live almost en-

tirely Inside their houses, the men
In deadly fear of their lives, and
the women in fear of that fate mora
horrible than death to a good wo-

man, when man's brute instincts run
rampant, uncurbed by law and au-

thority.
. Mother Disappears.

Just before the wagon train
started, the mother of the two
children remembered some dsar
personal possession she had left
behind In her house. She explain-- '
ad that aha would have to return
for It. She left. After several
hours' of waiting, the wagon
train started its march without
her. Into the maw of the

brute builded' by the
military she had gone to suffer
the fats many of hep aisters in
various portions of Europe had
feroed on them in regions where
troops of soma nations held sway.

The father, waiting at the pier
in New York, was restersd to hia
two children. But the three prob-
ably have had their last glimpse
of the wife and mother.
Turner left Webb on June 1, 1920.

He went to Montreal, and sailed for
Liverpool. He crossed the channel,
and spent two weeks in Germany
at Hamburg, Munich and Berlin. He
was treated well in Germany, h

soy.
From Germany, Turner went to

Posen. Poland, thence to Warsaw.
His troubles began here, and mul-

tiplied until he finally won through.
It was frum Warsaw that ho firt
bribed his way on a military train
with American cigarettes. He was
attempting to reach Brest Litovsk
but authorities would issue passport
only ns far as the border to Tenes-fH.1- .

Hut aided by bis cigarettes. h
remained on the train through l,

when ho was arrested by the
conductor and taken to his destina-
tion. American bluff and his pass-
port from the department of state
helped Turner out. He paid a fine
of two marks penalty and was re-

leased.
At Terrespol. Turner saw several

soldiers rolling two used .lews over
barbed wire. The soldiers laughed

'loudly nt the outcries of the two
aged men. who begged to be killed
rather than tortured.
Scenes of Horror.

Turner' found his sisters and their
husbands and children in Kobryn.
He departed after three days for

Warsaw to arrange for their pass-
ports. During this trip lie was ai- -

tested at Brest. Ho remained un-

der arrest and under guard until be
l was taken Into Hlastock. When the
Bolshevik troops opened fire on this
town a few hours later. Turner
escaped from his guards, and won
back to Kobryn, after a vis.t to t lie
American legation nt Warsaw, where
freedom for a time was assured
through state channels.

When he reached Kobryn. lie found
, the city entrenched and Bolshevik
: troops only 14 miles awav. He hur-

ried up his wagon train and his
refugees and with his pa'ty of .'s
people finally reached Germany.

Turner and his party got out of
Poland into Germany on Sept. LT.

They left DanrJg on Sept. L'V on the
American liner "New llochelle."

On reaching America and having
completed the business with strand

l ed Poles relatives at the hotel, he
'took his two sisters and their hus-- '
bands and families to Passaic. N. J.,

.where he furnished n seven-roo-

flat for them, and started his brothers-i-

n-law in business. They have
i been there now three weeks. They
are Sol and F.uinie Ruben.
