Cables Distinctly Bad, But Re-

covery Follows and Shorts
Disposed to Cover. ;

Wednesday Afternoon, Dec. 29.
After Its early sinking spell, which

carried prices to new low levels, due
largely to the showing made at
Liverpool, came a moderate upturn
In cotton values. It was based chief-
ly on covering by shorts, although
some advices said that large inter-
ests were absorbing offers. Some
nrmness in the January position lent
strength to the view that It was felt
that either prices were low enough
or there was Intention of establish-
ing a better basis for making de-
liveries. In the stock market more
strength was shown, while grains
were also doing better, nil of which
was indicative of disposition to be
less rampant on the selling side.

Hut little Important nws came to
hand over night and the domestic
markets did better than anticipatedafter cables were so week. Appar-
ently it was duo to the traders re-

fusing to become panicky and sug-
gested that the discounting process
had gone far enough f"r the time
being. Later In the day came some
wires from the belt telling of more
interest in the actual and of better
demand for low grades. Demand,
however,-- was not impressive und
some of'.'the "pricey reported at in-

terior points refected distressing
conditions, and willingness to sell' at
practically any figure Offered. Thla
was one reason :for the lack' of con
fidence la inc. stability of-t- he market'
at the higher level. c
