Oregon's Silver Mud.

Henry G. Hanks has suomatted to
the Microsoopical Bociety a report
on asample of the silver-sprinkled
mud receutly brought f:om Waseo
County, Oregon. The sample, on
being subjecied to a fire ussay, was
found to cuntan 7.4 per cent ot silver
or 154 pounds avoudupois to the
ton of 2,000 pounds, beiug $3,468 to
the lon. Examined microscopicaily,
it was found to contain iree silver,
mixed with finely divided mud. A
few minute crysials were found
with uhe silver when coucentrated
by washing, some of which are very
interesung. The appearance of the
gliver does not indicate 18 source.
It is not filings. It is not preeipita-
ted by copper from w solution, as it
is Dot crystalized. It has theappear-
snce ol baving been introduced as
AD AmAIgas , but wo trace of mer
gury remaing. ‘Lhe wet mud loses
eighty per cent in drying, aud dry
residue contsias elghty-nine ounces
to tue on. Anotuer sample band-
lea did not conlain & trace of silver.
Mr. Hauks considers tuis mud &
remarksvle substance. If the silver
bas been added for fraudient pur.
poses, which he can scarcely doubt,
ju s still remarkable, as the person
wbo prepared 1t has so skulfully
covered his tracks that be cannot
with certainty declare it a irsud.—
[Bao Francisco Call.
