Sam
Tilden still holds the largest and most
polid block of delegates, but is very
far short of the two-thirds requirad
for s pomination. It is troe thathe
was in the same predicament last time
#nd yet he managed to pull through.
1t is equally true, however, that the
npposition to bis candidacy is more dif-
fused throughout the party and more
decided in its character than it was
four years ago. The eveuts of the
118t campaign destroyed the confidence
folt by many democrats in bis available
qualities.

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A PATERNAL SQHEE ME.
Mr. Jacob Beck, of Dedatur, Ne-
breska, hies evolved a movel schoms to
reconstruct our system of govern-
ment. Ina printed proposal forward-
ed to this paper Mr. Beck offers a
prize of §300 to any pereon who will
devise a political measure belter
adagted to accomplish the ends of
government as formulated in the pre-
amble to the nationel constitution than
the plan which he has devised, or
he will pay that sum to any
perzon who will demcnsirate that his
schemge would not be an improvement
cn the existing form of govermment
in this conatry,
The award is to made by Lwenty-five
jurors who fear God, love truth, and
hate covetousnees. After ten hotirs
diecussion of the merits of the echeme,
parties desiring to compete for the
prize are to present their scheme and
transmit a copy to Mr. Beck before
July 4th, 1882, ]
Mr. Beck's scheme is decidedly pa-
ternal.
In order that all' American citizens
ghall have bomes of their own, he
proposcs that the national government
shall improve all the public lauds Lt
fur farming aud parcel them out in
homestends of scuitable size. The
nationsl government is also {o em-
bsrk in the land redistribution busi-
vess by purchssing landa of individ-
vals and corporations and compel
land owners to sell a poriion of their
large estates wheu it becomes noces-
sary.
To carry out this piternal scheme
the governmeni shall issue an ade-
quat: amount of legal tender paper
currency, which shall bs refunded to
her by homesteaders cn theee lands,
who eha'l be required to refnnd at
least one per cent. per annum on the
cost of their homesteads uniil the gov-
eroment ig reimbursed for fitting up
the same. A failure to pay tlie annual
installment due the government sba'l
work a forfeitare of the homesteadér's
claim, but shall not debar him from
taking one elsewhers when all dves on
the forfeited claim are paid up. Thesa
homesteads shall bo transferable, but
no pereon shall ever be permitted to
own in his or her name at any one
time of life more thsn 160 acres of
these lancs,
Mry Beck in his printed circular
argues at considerable length in favor
of what he deems a strictly ,original
and entirely feasible scheme. Like
a'l visionary discoverers of the coming
millencum Mr. Beckisan enthusiast
on hisscheme &s will be seen by the
following extracts from his cireular:

An inflation of the currency, how-
ever great it may ba, cannot work a
public injury or bring about a reac-
tion if every dollar that goes into cir-
culation is preceded by a dollar’s worth
of weeful work in fitting up a home
for some family that needs it. Here
is a echeme to inpflate the currency
and at the same time inavgurate useful
labor, furnish homes for those who
need them, tlevelop the resources of
the country, add billions to her taxa-
ble preperty, and. strengthen the sia-
bility of her free institutions. Agri-
culturs being the base of all other 1n-
dustries —the foundation of individual,
state  and  national  prosperity,
socurity and happiness; {o foster
it 1 t» foster every other legiti-
mate calling among men., If the far-
mer prospers 50 does the mechanic—
if these two prosper so does the mer-
chant; if these three prosper so do all
other callings. If agriculture lan-
guishes, everything languishes, Stim-
ulate the agricultural interests and all
intereste are stimulated. Thia scheme
will inaugurate agricultural and rural
life on the grandest scale ever pro
posed. Put your screws under the
foundation of your house and raise
that up and up goes the whole house.
Agriculture is the foundation—under
with the screws and let the great tem-
ple of abundance, equality, justica,
harmony, industry, protection, free-
dom and peace go up.

To help the poor to homes of their
own a8 here proposed, would do more
to help the poor and down-trodden of
other lands than anything else we
can do. They would naturally inquire
why their rulers did not take steps to
make them freeholders also. They
would demand the same law tor them-
gelves—and thev would do this with
an emphzsis that could not be disre-
garded. Philosophers and statesman
bave all 2long felt that something was
wrong somewhere. They have rea-
lized that the poor should own the
soil they cultivate. But how to es-
tablish them in the ownership has
been the puzzling question. The
queztion is here solved and in the joy
of my heart, I feel like shouting
“ Bwreka"”

To be wealthy is to possess useful or
necessary things or the means of pur-
chasing them. Wealth is the product
of labor. Any system of financial
legislation that dees not in some way
promote uzeful lsbor does mot and
cannot add to the real wealth of 1he
country, Here is a scheme which in-
augurates labor of the most nseful kind
and that too on the grandest scale,
Adopt this policy and let the homeless
poor who walk the earth seeking work
and finding none, comse tothe front,
throw up their hats and shout
“ Bwreke.™

Hereto-
fore, in the contasts between the rail-
road corporations and the popular
governing bodies, we have seeu only
isolated and individual exertions of
strength, slthough it ia to be moted
that in every case the railroads have
come out ahead. Thirteen years ago
the Missouri 7ailroads tackled
the Missouri legislature, and when
the conflict is over, the railrcad peo-
ple had all the properyy and the peo-
ple of the state bad all the load to
carry. Three years ago tthe Haonibsl
and St. Joe railroad, single-handed
and unaided, bucked against the state,
and the etate farcd no better than a
country bompkin in a bunko den. We
do not need to recall the succass with
which the Pacific railroad corpocations
first extracted from the treasury
enough mopey to build the roads, and
then beat the national government on
a plein quesiion of paying interest on
the debt which created the railroads.

Louie, on a single railroad,
for 850,000,000, Encrmous ss arethese
figares, they are but the beginning, or
rather thefirst lsndiog-place inacourse
of consolidation which is pert of the
destiny of railreads, Our couniry is
very large, and the necessities of com-
petition compel the ownera of railrond
property to unite vaslt systems under
onc management. The greater the
mileage of our reilroads, the gr.ater
the invesiment, the business and the
influence, the emaller the number of
corporations, and in a very few yesrs
we will find the whole railroad property
of this country under the'the manage-
ment and contrel of a dozen or so of
magnates, united in purpcse, inex-
haustible in resources and not over-
scrupulons in the use of them. Any-
one who stops to think of it cannot
help thinking that the country is in
lees danger irom any third term move-
ment than it is from the influence of
railrcad corporations.  As the test has
got to come, and as the sooner it
comes the better, we shouold like to
see Jewelt nominated at Cincinnati,

That tho republican state ticket
has triumphed in Oregon by from
1200 to 1600 majority is now admitted.
The Oregon democratic senators at
Washingtondeceived themselves by an
underestimate of the republican
strength in Portland and an overesti-
mate of their own in the counties east
of the Cazcade mountains. Portland
isin the eounty of Multnomah, which
is the heavy county of the state andal-
ways decidedly republican.

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RAILWAY NOTES.

A fast train in Georgia runs ahout
twenty miles an hour. The accommo-
dation glides along about as fast as a
man can walk.

There are now 3,104 miles of rail-
road in Kaneas, and they are assemsed
at §20,647,802. The actual value of
these roads exceeds one hundred mil-
lion dollars.

The Wabash road has let contracts
for 200,000 tiea and 1,000,000 feet of
bridge timber, intending to place the
middla division, batween Fort Wayne
and Danville, iu first-class shape. In
addition to their present equipment
they have ordered ten new chair cars,
500 grain, and seven locomotives.

The Flint and Pere Marquette rail-
road has completed & branch, known
as the Round Lake branch, from Bat-
ler jutction, fifteen miles east of Lud-
ington, Mich., north to Webster, a
distance of four miles. Burreys are
being made for an exlension from
Webster northwest twenty milea to
the important lumber town of Manis-
tee, Michigan.

A curious car on the Boston and
Albany railecad is provided with va-
rious devices for tastiog speed, straine,
obstructions, resistance and other
matters conpected with the runniog
of trains. Different pens, at!ached
to ingenious machinery, record the
distance and time, the slips of the
driving wheels on the rails, the exact
elevation of the outside rail at every
curve, and many other poinis of valu-
able information in practical railroad-
ing.

A patent bas been granted to James
R. Cox, of Auburn, N. Y., for run-
ning railway coaches or carriages on
skates instead of wheels, and it is es-
pecially designed for elevated roads.
In the place of the ordinary whesls on
the ordinary rails, substituto in imag-
ination a grooved skate and a rail to
correspond and yon have the princi-
ple. By this mcde all noise is obvi-
ated, and, as Mr. Cex says, there will
be lees friction, according to the opin-
ion of the o'dest and ablest engineers,
than on the journals of the wheels
now in use.

Five cars have just been complet:d
for the Wabash road by the Barmney &
Smith company, of Dayton. They
are describad as high and roomy,fifty-
four feet long,%and capable of seating
sixty-four people, aud a very desirable
innovation and improvement—with
toilet accommodalions, comprising
marble siands and bowls, elegint
baskets and trimmings of copper
brorzs, the outside painling in one
case, being done ia “checolate, gol .,
blue, pink and wine color.” The
others presenting different styles of
richness and coloring. The ccst of
thess cara is stated at $6000 each.

An eugine that will pull a short
train without flame, smoke grease or
noise is precisely what is needed on
elevated railways.
Colonel Beaumont, an English en-
glish engineer, is reported to have in-
vented.  Air is stored in a rescrvuir
under a pressure of 1000 pounds to
the square inch, and delivered thence,
first into a small and then into larger
cylinders, wheance, after giving out its
foree, it pssses into the outer air, An
old difficulty, that compressed alr
freezea the atmosphere, which con-
denses on the joints of the engine,
has been overcome; and the engine
can now haul & gro:s load of twenty-
two tons for eleven miles, or twelve
tons for twenty miles, with one charge
of air.
