" The otfesgeous. exiortions of the
WUnion Pacific are not confined to
Omaha of Nebrasks. The game of
highway robbery which it is the pol-
iey “of this giant monopoly to play
whenever cpportunity s sffurded, has
now begun furcher west and Salt
Lake City igthis time the victim. The
Uuion Pacific company hasa virtual
monopoly of the cosl trade in Salt
Lake, its ounly compstitor being
the mines of Pleasant Valley, which
have np means of entrance to Salt
Lake excapt by way of the Union Pa-
cificrod. Last week the Union Pa-
cific company left the whola cily

shivering in the midst  of
A  BCTETE ENOW storm with-
out cwl, which it could not or

would not sopply and which it refused
to permit others to fursish. The
enormous tariff placed on the tracs-
portation of Pleasant valley coal ef-
fectually shuts it off from tke Salt
Lake market, while by the came pro-
cess of freight discrimination it keeps
conl from the Weber veins from com-
ing into the cily. This culragecus
discrimination has aroused a storm of
indignation throughout the territory.
The Salt Like Eerald saysthat “in
consequence of the policy of the giant
monopcly Salt Lakers must regulate
the temperature of their homes to tha
likirg of the U. P. and go without
tires until the U, P, is in a mocod to
Jet them strike a match. 1t is troly a
ead condition of affairs, and one mnot
conducive to kindly feelings for the
grest corporation which every day far-
nishes stronger proof that itisecnllcas
and cruel.”

Not contented with monopolizing
the cosl trade of Utah the latest move
of the Union Pacific has been an un-
sucoessinl attempt to crowd out all
railrond competition and hold the re-
rources of the territory in its pitiless
haud. During the course of the sum-
mer the Utah Esstern, a liitle com-
peny, has been struggling to eonstruct
a narrow gauge railway from Cealville
to Park City, a distance of twenty-
three miles, and having completed its
gradz purchased rails in San Francisco
and had them transported to Ogden.
The Union Pacific had promised a
rate of 835 per car from O.den to

Conlville which, as the distance is
only forlty miles, was an oui-
rageous riata Taiagine the
surprise of tte new  road

when on receipt of its rails at Ogden
1% received a notice that the great mo-
nopoly hiad decided to raise its rates
to §85 per car.  The whole territory,
Mormon and Gentile, is aroused over
this outragecus attempt at highway
robbery.  The Salt Lake Herald, in a
vigorous editorial. says:

he Union Pacific is running a epur
to Park Ciwy, and s doing what it can
topresent the comnetition that the lit-
tle narrow gange would affrd, It for-
tunately g0 L appecs that some of the
weadtliost wivicr companiea of the
Pari are fina o ly interosted in the
Eastern, avd wili be its pa‘rons, what
ever redtction lu fre pais the U. P.
may make; and the residents
generally are so indiznant over the
Leartless conduct of tho Union Pacific
tha; they sisert that where it is pos
stble, the Utah Eastarn will reccive
thear patronnge, There was no occa-
#10m for more than vao ralroad ine
Park Ciiy, but it is apparent now that
theremust and will ba two. Neither
should there have leeu occasion for
two lines between & It Lake and the
coal bede; but eviy day furnishes
eonvincing proof ti ¢ two wre neces-
wary. The socner the second is in
operation the berter for the 35 GUO
pecple in Salc Lake, D .vis and Tooels
counties, who are st t e mercy of a
corporation that has often shown it
does mot know the mesning of the
word,

Tue Deseret Evening News remarks
it was expected no doubr that the
Utah Eastern people would kick at
this outrageous extortlon and thus
the completion of their road woald be
delsyed. Butthey have concluded to
pay the exorbitunt price under pro-
test and goahead. Good. Rush on
the road and let every man who has
public spiric and a jittle epare cash
take some stock in the new road, and
help the men who are endeavoring to
save Salt Lake from ihe grasp of a
soulless monopaly.

Will the peeple of Nebraska wait
antil their indusiries are prostrated,
their trade driven from thestate, their
farmers impoveriehed by the railroad
Vampire, before they rise in their
wight and insist upon regulations and
restrictions which other states have
long sgo found necessary? Will they
not insist upon the passage of such laws
as w1l prevent the discrimination and
ext rtion which are now practiced uy-
on the producers of the west by the
greatest monopoly of the age?
