W. Casilear, the chief en-
graver of the burean of engraving
and priuting, after a careful examina-
tion, pronouncea tha bouds recently
captured from Doyle, in Chicago, ns
undoubtedly counterfeit, and poinis
out the fullowing varintions from the
genuine 1in the one thousand dollar
counterfeit composed of nine seclions:
At each side of the portrait of Chase,
it will be chserved in the scetion at
the end of the lower ball of the figure
1, in 1,000, the letter **8” in stato s
entirely gone in the connterfeil. In
the original only the upper hand of
the **S" is secn, also, the right of the
letter “S" in tho word of **Register”
will be found a break in the hair line
surrounding the portrait of Chass,
sbout one-mxteenth of aninch, which
does not appear in the orisinal. The
coanterfeit differs from the origiual
m the mitering of the four corners of
the green border. Near the extremo
¢ roer inside of the word “*Border,”
a uniform whits figure v the shape of
a heart, will ba observed, and this
fizure is all the same on all four
corpera. In the original these igures
are irregular, having no symmatrical
form. In the words *“Are indcbted
unto,” below these in the portrait of
Chase, the heavy black lina in the
contre of the face of the letter “A”
s omitted in the counterfeit. In the
title *“United States «f America” the
ruled shade on the left hand sids of
the spur on the letter “U" at the bot-
tom of the counterfeit, are seven short
lines forming but a elight shade under
that part of the letter, while on the
genuine there are ten lines aboat one-
sixteenth of an inch in length, form-
ing s shade the same width as shade
in bottom of letter on right of spur
at the bottom of letter *“U." On the
counterfeit the ruled shade where it
touches the bottom of letver **'N" four
lines only touch the “*N;" on the
genuine geven lines touch the “N.”
The **S, " as well as all the engraviog
