KING OF BEASTS.

Hickok Takes His Horse St.
Jul‘an Through tothe -
Coast.

From Which He Will Takela
Fresh Start Next
Season,

And Offers to Beat Any Horse
that Wears Hair, tor
Money.

Attached to the noon train going
west yesterday wes aNorthwesterr bag
giwge osr containing the celebrated
trotter, St. Julien, in charge of her
owner and driver, Mr. O. A. Hickok.
There were two other hoises in the
cir, one a saddle horse and the other
an old trotting mare, “Jennie,” all ot
them going through to California to
spend the winter season.

Mr. Hickok kiadly giving our re-
porter a few mioules tolk, tho first
ioquiry mnaturslly was after the
haulth of the ‘“King of the Turf,” and
it was learned that ¥ e had not escaped
the epidemic prevailing among the
equine race but had had an atfack
of the epizootic, from which
he  recovercd snce  leaving
New York, which was on the lst,
Mr. Hickokin auswer to interroga-
tions put by the reporter, eald that he
was fullysatisfied with the result of the
fist season, which had netted bim
£28,000, much more than he had an-
ticipated or hoped for.

The lowest time mads was 2:11§, st
Hartford, Conn. Maud 8."s lowest
time was madeat Chicago, 2:10%.
The latter is now in Cincinnati where
she will pass the winter.

St. Julien is owned jointly by Mr.
Hickok and R. F. Morrow, esq., of
San Franciseo, end is valued at §60,-
000. An offer of 45,000 was made
for him in Springfield and §50,000 at
New York, the latter it is thought by
an agent of Bonner.

St. Julien was foaled in 1869, and
was bred by Mr. Benj. T. Daoning,
of Orange coanty, New York. Heis
by Volunteer dam, by Sayre's Henry
Clay. Heis a rich bay, with a long,
slim mave snd a long, flowing tail
touching the zround. Hia head Is
large and long; nose of the Romsn
type; nostrils large; neck long, and
throat and windpipe large. He is
deep through the chest and langs, and
of unusual girth; loins broad snd
etrong; his quarters are large and
well-muecled, end lege and feet are all
good; he has great length from point
of hip to poiat of hock; he has a star
on his forehead, snd his ankles bekind
are white. e wearaa twelve-ounce
shoe forward ard a five-ounce shoe
behind; quarter, hind, shin, aad
patern boots and high ecalpers. He
stande 15 3 hand, and weighs at pree-
ent 0656 pounds. He began his torf
carcer in 1875, snd at once gave
promise of the wonderful horse he is.

5t Julien in his ficst year on the
turf won six races, and these with only
a few weeka' litting, Hir remarkable
promise sttracted the atte~tion of Mr.
Hickok, among others,who purchased
him in Jauuvary, 1876, when he wss
just turned seven years of azednd had
arecord of 2:22}, from Mr. James
Galway, of New York. The price
paid woe §20,000, and the new owners
wera Mr. Hickok, Mr. Morrow and
Mr. Robert Graves, the latter owned a

half interest, the other two & quarter
each. Ho was taken to California sk
once but did not do well for three op
four months on account of being at-
tacked with theinfluaenza. Afier con-

siderable troutle with him he
W8S, in . 1870 entered in
the  [free for all races

at Sacramento, Stockton and San
Joso, snd from tha day of the Stock-
ton race his owner felt that he could
beat Rarus with him. His subse-
quent record is well known,

“J don't think St. Julien will ever
baat Maud 8., said Me. H., “for I
don't believe they will ever let her
run agaifist him, bat I think he can
beat mny horse that wears hair.
I am willing *o back . hkim next
season againstany horse in the world,
for money. My challango last spring
shows whether I have confidenca in
dim or not. He has made a record
that no other horse ever has or can
make, and has never broke with ma
since the race at Stockton in 1879,

He is the fastest trotter in the
world and one Chicago man wants to
bat £50,000 that he can beat Maod 8.

Mr. Hickok left New York on the
first, and Chicago, where he rested for
several days, on the 17th, yosterday.
Another stop over will be made at
Cheyenne. Ho said he had expected
to stop over in Omahn, but found the
arrangoments cou'd wvot be made un-
til it was too late intheseason. He
will go through the season next year
with the famouns trotter, and will
probably take in Omaha on his way te
theea't.
