The Telexraph War.

The public is well aware that for a
long time past a fight has been going
on between the Atlantic & Pacific and
Amerlcan Union telegraph companies.
which has resulted in a reduction of
tariffs from forty to fifty per cent, the
Western Union not _joining in the
fight nor reducing their rates at all.
Yeosterday all weatern offices were in
stracted to reduce their rates to the
standard of other companies. This
means & terrible stroggle between the
different companies, of which the pub-
lic generally will reap the benefit.

Where Western Union rates to
enstern points were 1, they are now
but 60 cents. To 8t. Louis, Ohica-
go, and other points esst and south,
where the rate was 50 cents, It is now
hut 40 ce-ts, and to Colorado points,
where the former tariff was g1, the
rate now 18 60 cents. The maximum
tariff of the Western Union to all
eastern and southern zities isnow 60
cents,

It ls pretty generally understood
that the Atlantic and Paclfic Tele-
graph compauy contemplates putting
in & system of wires for loeal conven-
ience and district purposes. This
system will be one of the latest im-
provements in that branch of the ser-
vice, and will be of great importance
and value, not ounly to the business
men of our city, bat to all classes of
our citizens.

The Council Bloffs Nonpareil in
spesking of this subject and tele-
graphic conveniences in that city
says: “Manager Brown, of the Weat-
ern Unlon informs us that the West-
ern Union row have seventeen wires
running In*o his office with five mora
to come. The increase of wires wlll
necestitate a mammoth new switch
hoard which is now being made in
Now York. As soon as this arrives
main line batteries will be put into
