Dover, N. H., January 7—10 p.m.
—A fire was discovered in the main
building of the Stafford county poor
farm early this morning. At the
time of discovery the Hames had
made condiderable headway, und many
roows filled with smoke. Sixteen
persons were in the buailding at the
time, and great diflicalty was experi-
enced in getting them out, some of
them having to be dragged to places
of safety. Thirteen persons are
mlssing, and have probably lost their
liven. The loss is estimaied at $70,-
000; insurance, £20,000. The in-
mates who escaped are now clothed
and sheltered through the generosity
of the citizena of Dover, The fire en-
gines sent from Duver, four milea
oF ik Sonflszration on account of the
heavy snow oh the ground. Owing
to the absence of water thore was
nathing to do but save the Inmates,
who were in a fearful atate of excite-
ment. Many were old and he'pless
and woere unable to escape without
aid. Several children were saved by
being thrown from the windows and
eaught in the arms of thoee below.
Finally, after every effort had been
made, the bunilding was abandoned.

Later—Up to midnight none of the
bodies had been recovered. Two are
nnw burning In plain sight of the
doorwsy. Thasight is hideous, and
the atench is sickening, There were
many strange incidenis connected
with the conflagration. One woman
who had come out in safety returned
to get an old wooden chalr, and was
consumed. Another went back to
finish saying her prayers, and barely
cscaped. An old man who,was crazy
on the subject of religion, tore the
shutters from his window in which he
calmly sat reading his bible, and call-
ed to his unfortunate comrades, say-
ing, ““Thus shall the wicked be tor-
mented for thelr transgressions.” The
fire is thought to have originated in
the furnace room.

Newarx, N. J., January 7—10 p.
m,—At12 o'clock last night four men
were killed and three others injured
by an explosion at the smelting and
refining works of E. Balbach & Sons,
on River street, this city. This es-
tablishment is the largest of the kind
In America, and consists of several
buildings. The boiler house was in
the center of four or five buildings, and
had two eight-horse power boilers,
four and eight years in use. Both ex-
ploded, demolishing the boiler house,
two crysalizing roome, each frame,
and about seventy feet long, and the
stable and coach house. Seven men
were working in one of the crystaiiz-
ing rooms. Oscar Jacobs jumped
through a window and had two of his
ribs broken; Joseph Voist received a
contuslon on the head; John Schme-
gel escaped with injured feet; while
John Moiz, John Quinn, George
Oberland wsnd John Schlee were
buried under the ruins and killed.
The last corpse was got out at 10
o'clock to-day. They were all horribly
mangled and scalded. There were
five horses in the stable. Three were
blown thirty feet, and two of them
killed, being buried in the debris, but
the other was shedded over and ee-
caped. The other two were unhurt
and ran away. The conservatory at
the house of Mr. Balbach, Sr., near
the works, was ruined, and the wall of
Mrs. Dieffenbach’e bedroom was stove
in near her bed. A brick entered the
window of Mr. Balbach's honse and
struck his nieca on the head, whils
she was sleeping. The loss on the
building is from £15,000 to £20,000.
The canse of the explosion is un-
known.

Wasutseres,Jsnuary 7,—The ques
tion of the Halifax aheries award is
to be brotight prominently again t
the attention of congress and the
counsry. There has always been a
sucpicion in the minds of many offi-
ciala that the award wes fraudu-
lently obtained: and it Ia now claimed
that proofs of fraud can be readily
reached with a viow of finding out the
facts,

Mr. Springer uffered the following
resolation:

Resolwwd, That the secretary of
atate be tequired, if not incompatible
with the public intercst, to eommuni-
cate to this house all information in
the state department not herstofore
communicated to congress in refer-
ence to the Halifax fishery award of
£3,500,CCf), paid by this government
to Great Brirain, and edpeclally ela-
tive to the alleged p titlons, statistics
and forged testimeny in poasession of
the arbitrators, and upon which evi-
dence the award was made, and also
steps to procure a verlfication of the
recently published statements of
Prof. Henry, and from statements of
Prof. Hurd, to show that there had
been gross frauds, as well as a falsifi-
cation of statistics, He urged the
most stringent inqiries to ferret out
these frands and Lo «btain restitution,
if possible.

Mr. Newberry stated also that the
award was not made under the pres-
ont government of Great Britain, and
he had reason to balicve that the pres-
ent government would willingly opan
tke whole question upon reasonable
evilence that there had been fraud,
forgery and falsification ot statistics.
Mr. Newberry made some remarks
in sugport of his resclution, and of-
fered an addlticnal preamble and res
clation which he desired to have, with
hin vee= bt *Yorergh amalrd, oot opjec-
tions were made. .

Mr. Hawley sald, *‘‘We have here-
tofore submitted great and grave ques-
tions to arbitration. An award was
made against the British government
at Geneva, and they paid it like
men.”

A member aspgoested that they
grombled a good deal-

Mr. Hoawley ratorted that they
grumbled among themselves. It was
nlleged that it was stated in certain
prints and papers that fraud had been
used to procure the Halifsx award,and
that fraud was at least connived at if
not actuslly inaugurated by the Brit-
ish government, and Mr, Hawley
thought it would be best to wait to
see whether the British government
would find ont whether it had not also
been imposed upon. He would have
the governments act with each other
as men act with men, and would wait
to see whether the British govern-
ment would not firat take action in
the matter. He protested against
the proceedings here to-day, and conld
say that this matter conld safely reat
in the hands of the secretary of atate
at the present, -

Mr. Newberry replied that the
British government had known of
thesa things for twenty months and
had taken no action. =

Mr. Field objected to the reference
of Mr. Newberry's resclution, but
Mcr. Springer’s resolution was referred
to the committes on foreign aflairs.
