How Eentuciy lLior#ss are Tralned.
Lexington Correspondesce of the Cleveland
Leader,

Ope after another beantifal saddle
horses wers ridden out -over the
track, moving alovg st = genils, sasy
gait, flying »% a rapls canter, racking
or breaking into a trof, as the rider
willed. All thess horses, I believa,
were thoroughbred, and their prices
from $300 to £1000. So well
were they gaited and srainad that the
rider had but to touch the mane in a
given placs or make a certain wignal
to have tham take a rack, canter, trot,
ron or lope Any one can learn to
manage these giits In a very short
time, ss 1 found from experl-
ence. But the method by which
these horses are so perfectly
trained I could mot  learn.
Either the trainers do not know exact-
iy how to impart this information, or
they are determined to keep it to
themsslyss. Some sniwered my gues-
tions by saying: “Itis easy enough.
You can make a horse do anything you
want to. Only let him know what
he lato do. You bad better wear
spurs in riding, give him his head
freely, and if he take ore gait when
you spur him on the right aide, just
spur him again there when you want
the same gait.” Hsare a horse passed
on a rack, and as the rider tooched
him with the top of his finger on the
head, he struck out bn a tquare trot.
“Now,"” said I, ‘‘how was that horse
trained so ss to strike & trot by that
pignali” **Why," answcred the Ken-
tuckian, *‘onr saddle bhorses all learn
that from the time they are colts.” I
asked Mr. Lindepberger, *“What ia
the secret of the superiority of Ken-
tucky horsesi”*“There is a combination
of causes,” heanswered. *‘The great
msjority of the horses here have some
good blood in them, and you will find
it crossed somewhere back in their
pedi The best strains of run-
nilog and trotting blood hare been
taken from here to other states, and
they there fail to produce the tesired
results. There Is something in the
blue grass, thé water, the stmoaphere
and the general climatic influence,
and then, as Mr. Treacy told youn
this morning, there is everything in
judicious breeding and tealning. We
force our horses toa geit when they
are 1 year old, and at3 run old they
are pretty well developed. The

northern men, however, al-
ways have improved them.”
““How long  have Kentucky

horses held their higher placel I quer-
rled. *‘Noone hereabont can tell. I
kuow men who have lived here eighty-
five years, aed they state thal from
their earliest ohildhood they have
heard of the superiority of our horses.
Their fathera jbefore them bad the
same story to tell. The factis that
somewhere in the past thers was
brought here a pure strain of thor-
oogh blood, derlved from the best
stock of the mother world, and it has
transmitted its qualities trom aire to
son to the present time, Ii Is a
lamentable fact that we have
not the exact dats upon which
to baso the history of the Kentacky
hortes.”” The fastest horses In the
world have been bred and trained in
this nelghborhood. Maud Stone, bet-
ter known as Maud 8., record, 2:10§;
