THE BIG CUI-OFF.

IHE MISSOURI MAKING A C(HANNEL

ACROSS THE TPESNINSULA OI'POSITE
VERMILLION,
Ponea, Neb, Joarnal, April 23

A gentleman who witnessed the
freak of the flood at North Bend was
in town Fridey. He says the new
channel across the neck of Great
Bend was not cut by the force of the
water runnirg over the upper side,
a: Is pgenerally wsoppcsad, but
by the water undermining the bank
on the lower or east end of the
new channel, which kept caving
off ti!l withina short dlstance of the
upper current, when with a mighty
roar that could be heard for miles,
the river broke through sni anew
channel for that part of the Missourl
was made, Tae peninsula of Great
Bend was one of the largest on the
river, and was a no amall source of
borden to steamboats. It was in the
form of an elopgated ox-bow, very
narrow at the points.  Acrossits neck

was only half a mile, while
to make the distance around
by river it was nDecessary to

pull about eighteen miles against
a stifl’ current. Now, with the new
chaunel, all this surplua travel will be
saved, and the half mile will be aa
geod ss the former eighteen. Water
through this new cat-off is said (o run
with immense swiftness, and debrls
which was seen floating down stream
is described by our informant as go-
ing faster than the passenger tralus
used to on the Dakota Southern.
This freak of the river will leave Ver-
million an inland town, so far s the
Missouri fa concerned, by about three
milce.

The farm of Mons. Nelson lay on
the reck of (ireat Bend, and the chan-
nel cat across, taking his barns. sheds
and all cut-buildings, and was last
Friday morning within about two roda
of the large two-story house that he
erected last smmmer at an expense of
nearly §2,000. Eye-witnesses on the
bluifs say that there was one spot in
the coarss of the new channel which
waa hizher than the surrounding bot-
toms, aud here some sixteen or twenty
cattle and & number of shoep
belonging to Nelson had collected.
Those stationed on the blufl could
sce the civer, as, with apparent eager-
ness to grasp its prey, it devoured rod
after rod of the earth which lay be-
twoen it and the cattle, and steadily
crept foward them, Atlest but afew
feet more of land was loft for them
io'stand on, when all at once that li-
tle was undermined, then it wavered
a moment aud with a mighty crash
pitched into the seethinz waters, hurl-
ing the cattle into the air foran in-
stant, when they too dissppeared be-
neath the waves.

The Worla's Schoals.

The natlonal bureau of educatiou is
proparing & circalar soon to be pub-
lished, a fow interesting statlstica from
which have been given to the press.
They embrace a summary of all the
available information concerning the
achools of the civllized werld, in which
is included Japau and the Sandwich
I:lands. Itis notewortby thata pow-
erfal heathen nation s admitted into
the precincts of civilization, when that
civil:zation s making a display of the
very feature in which it takes the
greatest pride. Il is but a few years
siuca the civiliz:d and Christian worlds
wore held to be coextensive. It was
an inkerited belief of Christians that
nothing good ex!sted outside of that
portion of the eartn coverad by
Uhristiaulty, and the claassification of
nations Into civilized and barbaroms
was more signiticant of the difference
in their religious than in their politl-
csal and industrial advancement. DBat
of late years a good desl of the old-
fashioned bigotry has disappeared,
and much broader apd more correct
views of the relative advancement of
racs have prevailed. It has baendis-
covered that the Christian eivilization
containg muach that Is conventional,
acd which it wonld be improved
by eliminating, and that some of
the so-calied barbarous nations have
much in their theory and practice
which may be profitably Imitated. In
a comparizon of educational work
a work which is the especial hobby of
Christian nations—Jspan proves to be
fully up to the most advanced Chris-
tian standard, and far ahead of what
that standard was less than
haif a century ago. It ia not the leest
proof of Chiristisn progress in civiliza-
tion that Christians have come to con-
gider as civilized those enterprising
oriental who, whatever may be their
shorteomings, are not imbued with the
barharism of bigotry,

According to the forthcoming circa-
lar there were enrolled in the schools
of the world at the latest sccessible
dales 41,678,000 puplls, taught by
abont 1,000,000 teachers. The latter
number 1= indefinite because in sever-
al instauces the nnmber of teacherais
uct reprried. The United States
heads the list grandly with 9,373,195
pupils and 371,144 teachers. It in
comforting to know that in 1578 the
number of children attending school
was somewhat in excess ¢f the num-
ber of voters, furnishing as It does an
indication that the quality of the com-
ing average voter will be better than
that of the present ore. France
comes next with 4,716,935 pupils and
110,709 teachezs. Both France and
tha United States maintaln abon!

a fifth of thelr respective
populations &t school, a pro-
portion  which is  not quite

reached by Prussia. The latter coun-
try had in 1871, 4,007,776 pupils,
unde: the supervision of 47,930
teachers, Eagland and Wales sre
reported with 5,710,552 pupils and
69,527 teachera, the number of pupils
being about a slxth of the populaticn,
which {s sbout the same proportion
asthat shown in Prussia, Austria and
Hungary are given separately, the
former being credited with 2,134 685
pupils and 51,196 teachers, and the
latter with 1,659,636 pupils and 20,-
Y17 teachers. In Aastro-Hunzary,
therefore, not more than a tenth of
the population attend the schools.
Jupan has 2,162,962 pupils with 59,-
825 teachers, but as the population
of that empire is an unknown quanti.
ty, the propertion of pupils to popu-
lation esn met be accurately deter-
mined. It is probably not far from
that which obtrizs in Austria-Hun-
gary.

It will be perceived that the United
States and France are the lcading
school going conntries ef the world,
and if school learning is of that class
of kuowledga which is power, they
should lead the world in power alsz.
Next to them in school-going rank are
England snd Prussia, while to a not
very good third position be cur Aaus.
tria and Japan. The criental haathen
empire which was until lately denied
& piace In clvilization, is in the matter
of education fully up to one ot the
great powers of Europe. But the
most surprising festure of the statia-
tics is the wide variation lo the
preportion of pupils to teachers
which they exhibit In the
United States there 18 an aver-
aga of one teacher tothirty-five pupils,
aud the prpular impression {s that the
schocls sutfer from a paucity of teach-
ers. In France thereis ome teacher
to forty-three pupils, a nomber which
is too great for the American idea of
rood work at school, but when Eng-
lind is reporied with cne teacher to
tifty-four, Prussia with one to slxly-
nive, and Austris with one to aixty-
#izht puapils, the impresston Is irresis-
title that much of the school life
of the pupils is practically wasted.
Bavaria bas cne teacher to seventy
puplls, bat it would be hard to con-
vince an American school teacher that

taught. Japan employs one teacher
to thicty-six children, thus rankiog
pext to the United Statesin the qoan-
tity of teaching force in her schoole.
The efficiency of ourcommon schools
has been a matter of considerable Eua-
ropean comment, but when the rela-
tive number of teachera Is considered
no other explanation is necessary.
(300d zchools and over-worked teach-
ers are whol'y incompatible, and the
quantity of teaching forceln ocur
scnools might be increased with very
great advantage.

Oune of the largest manufacturers of
iron and Bessemer steel In Pennsyl-
yan!a I about to transfer his works to
Alabams. He finds there the ore, the
fuel aud cheap labor, all at tand, and
asserts that he expects to make the
manufacture pay higher profits than
in the north, even after taking into
account the cost of removal and thg
larger rates of transpcrtation in the
south.

The balletin published by the cen-
sus department last week shows the
great development of the iron and
gteel interests in the upper escuthern
states in 1880. West Virginia in-
creased 1ta production from 72,337
tons ta 147,487 tons. This state has
stored away in he® mountains
more iron and coal than Penn-
sylvania, and lacks only capital to
work them and railways to open a way
to the market to make her as rich as
her mnorthern nelghbor. Alabama,
owing to the fact that she has already
outlets by railway, increased her pro-
daoction in the enormous ratlo of 792
per cent. ; Gieorgia, 205 per cent. ; Ten-
nessee 125 par cent.; Kentucky, 43
per cent. A sirgaular fact In this re-
port is that only thres states have not
increased their yield of fron during
the last ten years, one of which is
North Caroling, notwithstanding its
enormous iron deposits and the low
price of labor, Tha simpla reason of
this is that the Unzka and Nantahela
mountain rapg2s1n which thairon lies
are as yet voopened to railway.

The Care of Watcles.

it 1s necessary to bear in mind that
there is no such thing as a perfect
time-keeper, and the pooreet of all {a
the portable time-keeper called a
watch; and yet of this very piece of
mechaniam is expected the most re-
markable results, and by many it is
believed that If a watch is well regu-
lated, absolute time keeping ia sore to
follow; but such is not by any means
the case. A watch may be ever so
finely and correcily made, yet with
out three important adjustmenta, and
ba a vary poor time-kecper. Tacee
edjustments are for temperature, po-
sition and iscchronism. The firat
means that the watch ehall perform

the performance of ths watch can be
improved by observing certain condi-
tions, among which ara the following,
viz : Wind once a day and as nearly
as possible at the same hour, and, as
we are more regular in oor time of
srising than retiring, it is better to
wind in the worning: besddee, It gives
the watch the advantage of the strong-
est part of the main spring dering the
daytime, when It Is tumbled and
toesed sbout by the motions of the
body.

Although the watch may be adjoat-
ed to higk aud low temparatures,there
still remains ao intermediate error
which has never yet been eatirely
overcome, and, slthoagh slizht, yet it
tells on the second hand cf the watch;
s0 it will readily be perceived that It
is well to keep the watch o as vearly
a uniform temperature as possible. At
night, or when not on the psrson, the
very best plan i3 to hang the watch
up, as by so doing we avoid to the
greatest extent the position errors, for
they atill exiat in a :light degree, al-
though the adjuster has done hia bea:.
If it is desirable to lay the watch
down at night, it should always be
placed in the same position and with
the same side up; but, whether it is
laid down or huog up, he same condl-
tions should be observed every night,in
order to insure the bast parformance
of which the watch is capable; for,
should there by a slight diffarence in
time (and It Iz rarzely otherwise) ba-
tween the hanging sud lyisg positions,
the watch—if properly regulated —
will gain at n'ght what it loses in the
day-time, or vice verss, This differ-
ence in posltion, though it be buta
second or two aday, will, if unpro-
vided for, makean excellent watch an
indifferent, if not a poor, performer.
In taking the watch fron the posket,
pull it out stralght and place it back
in tke sam2 manver, avoiding any
clreular or eee-saw motions to facilit-
ate the opersation, as it materially in-
terferea with the motion of the bal-
ance, and cauaes an error In its time-
keeping, and, for this reason, in wind-
ing 8 key-wind watch the key only
shouold be turnad ard the watch held
8tlll,—a point rarely otserved by any
one in performing this cperation,

The above being true of the finely-
made and carefully-adjustad watch, it
also holds good, and to a much greater
extent, In the lower grades, in which
there are few If auy adjustments, and
where temperatare alove often makes
a difference in time betwezn the ex-
tremes of 32 degrees Fahrenheit and
100 degrees Fahrenheit of neatly six
minutes iutwenty-four hours, and the
position errcrs amcunt to from Gfteen
secouds to s minute in the same
length of time. When these facts are
taken into conslderation, the wonder
should not be that they perform so
poorly, tut that they perform so well.
Many are under the imprestion that
it is injurions to a watch to allow it
to run down, thoogh this Is not the
case; but it does very materially in-
jure its performance for several days
after such an event, and In many
cases the watch must again be regu-
Isted before it can be relied upon.

The balance of an ordinary watch
in the course of ecighteen months
vibrates or revolves upon its pivo's

over 235,000,000 of times. When
the il dlsappears the pivots
become dry, and the abraiding

cr cutting process beglne, and, if
not arrested by the applicition of
fresh cil and the vemoval of the cld,
the pivois are scon spolled. A good
watch should be regularly cleaned
once in eighteen months, By observ-
ing the sbose conditious the very best
resuits may be obtained from the
pocket time-piece, and when of the
best quality and carefully adjosted
remarkably close performnce may ba
wxpected, but this will, and necessari-
ly must, be far from perfect,

Blue Grass Pasture.
Iowa B:ate R goer,

There is 4 general objection to al-
lowirg grass to become over a fow
inches high in pastures, us it will be-
come toagh and not relished by stock.,
Such Is not the caze with blue grass
except in May snd June, wher it gocs
to sced. For fall and winter pasture
the taller the grass the tenderer it is.
And the way blue graes s generally
treated i7 the grealest reason why it
is uupopular with many grazers,
Blue graes must never be eaten off
close as It is the custom with other
grasses, It should be so wnanaged
by 1he ownper that it will al-
wiys have a heavy coaton tha gronud.
Woere the grees is short the eun
strites the ground, parches the acil
or dries up the roots of the grass, and
growth ceasca. Rains have but little
effect, aa the succeeding hiot puna soon
driuk op the dampness, snd in one
dsy the scma place is as dry as before.
Whilat, if a bountifal crop is allowed
to accumulate, the long grass will pro-
duce & constant and luxuricos crop,
supplying three times as much pesfure
as when croppad short. If this prac-
tice were once inangurated by thosa
now objecting to blue grasz, the fail
virtues ¢f this kind «f piature
wounld be mure fully sppreciated.
Keep in mind if the acil 13 well fed
and wot stripped bare of iis covering
1t will furpish a foll return for ex-
pense and capital invested. After
going to seed early in June, blue graes
wevir becomes tough or testelees, and
no loss will occur 1f [t la allowed to
grow uncropped to auy height. Blue
grass can be safelysown cnthe snows
uf winter. But it Is useless to sperd
time spreadicg such seed if it has the
least tain® of must caused by heaticg
in aome proc:ss of gaiherirg, preserv-
ingin the straw, or in beiog too close-
ly packed after it is threshed.
Most failures In success in this
graes grow cut of defective seed. The
best way is fur every farmer tc gather
his own s:cd when it is ripe in Juoe,
and preserve It carefu’ly,. But sow
feeely and largely. Yon need mot to
experiaent with it to see if it will do.
Tischaracicr isso well known, and ita
true merits so fully eatablished that
there is more sense in experimenting
with corn or potatoes, [If the secd
can be obtained, withhold not the
hand. Sow it on pastures, along
lanes, io fence cormers, in groves, on
steep or broken lands, and it will pay,
end pay richly.
