The reverse of this
rule is true as to a state legislature.
It may exercise ang powar ot prohib-
ited by constitutionul ‘provision. . Of
eourse this embraces the transpor-
tation question and all things
pertaining  thereto in  connection |
with commerce within thestate. The
supreme court of .the United States
determined definitely that the General
Assembly of Town had the conditation-
al power to pass theact of 1874,-com-
monly known as the “Granger Law,”
which extended to the regulstion of
charges or tolls.  This power does not
rest on the narrow base of the theory
of eminent domain, but upon the con-
stitutional doctrine above stated, and
is necessary to the promotion of the
public good. 1t is comprehepsive
and complete, !

THE NEW RAILROAD LAW.

The following is a copy of the new
railroad law of Nebraska, which goes
into effect June 1st:

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Nebraska:

Secmiox 1. Every raiiroad eorpora-
tion shall . give all persons reasonable
and equal terms, facilitics and accom- I
maodations for the transportation of |
any merchandise or other property of |
every kind and deseription upon any
railroad owned or operated by such
corporation within this state, and
for terminal handling, the use of the
depot and other buildingsand grounds
of such corporation, and at any point
where its railroad shall connect with
any other railread reasonable and
equal terms and facilities of inter-
change, and shall promptly forward !
merchandise consiened or directed to
be sent over another road, according
to the directions contained thereon or
accompanying the same. |

Sec. 2. No railroad eompany in |
the state shall hereafter charge, col- |
lect or receive for the transportation
of any merchandise or other property
upon the railroad owned or operated
by such company within this state, a
higher rate than was charged By such
company for the same or like service
on the first day of November, A. D.
1880, as shown by the published rates
of such company. And no railroad
company shah demand, charge, collect
or receive for such transportation for
special distances a greater sum than it

emands, charges, collects or receives
for agreater distance.

Sec. 3. No railroad company within
this stateshallgrantorallow to any per-
son, company or association upon the
transportation of freight either direct-
ly or indirectly, any secret rates, re-
bate, drawback, unreéasonable allow-
ance for the use of cars, or any undue
advantage whatever, nor directly to
receive from any person or association
or corporation, any greater or less sum
compensation or reward than is charg-
ed to or received from any other per-
son or persons, association or corpora-
tion for like contemporanecus service
in the receiving, storing and delivering
of freights.

Sec. 4. Any railrond  company, or
officer or agent of such railroad com-
pany, who violates ony of the provi-
sions of this act, in add:tion to habili-
ty for damages sustained by reason of
such violation, shall be liable for each
offense to a penalty of five huadred
dollars, which may be recovered inany
county where such corporation has
property.

The Battle at Albany.

The New York senators resigned
with the expectation of an immediate
re-election, It may be that no serious
opposition will he made to this pre.ar-
ranged programme, but on the other
hand it 18 quite pessible that surpris-
ing complications may grow out of
this extraordinary situation. The leg-
islature is politically dividedas follows:

Sencate, Azsembly.
Republicans. ....... 25 81
Democrats. . 7 47

The whole number of members of
both houses is 160, and 81 are requir-
ed to elect on joint ballot. The re-
publicans have 106, and unger ordin-
ary circumstances there would be no
obstacle io a prompt election. But
the republicans are divided between
the friends and the opponents of Mr.
Conkling, and since the struggle be-
tween the two factions has become so
intense it may possibly be fought out
to the bitter end. In the Assembly
the adherents of Mr. Conkling largely
outnumber hisadversaries, Of the 81
members at least 60 are counted as
solidly on his side. In the senate the
case is reversed, and though the
figures are not so clearly defined the
majority of the republicans are against
Mr. Conkling.

If all the Republicans: should enter
the caucus and accept its determina-
tion, the result wonld be the unchal-
lenged return of the two Senators.
But if the administration members of
the legislature should decline to par-
tiapate and refuse to vote for Messrs.
Conkling and Platt, as it is announced
they may do, this will put an entirély
different face npon affairs. In that
case the friends of the resigned Sena-
tors would be compelled to struggle
for 81 votes. If the strentth they
can command in the assembly does
not :xceed 60, they would be forced
to rely on 21 out of 25 Senators, and
to secure a proportion would be nmpos-
sinle. They would have more hope
of gainiug a larger number of assem-
bly men and requiring less in the
senate.
