GOULD'S MANY MILLIONS
How Ho Has Amassad a Mammoth
Fortune by Combinations

How rioh Jay Gould is, fow people
venture to say. Those who are most
intimately aoquainted with him - for
in business circlea he is a aphinx—as
sort that he never refers to his carth-
Iy possessions, but nervously watches
the tape as it records tho fluctuntions
of the market, hesitating only to give
orders to hia private broker to buy
or sell as he decmst] he time ripo
for his ventures. Every artifice known
to  Wall street manipulators i resort-
od to to hide tho individuality of his
operations, so a8 to  clrcomvent the
army of satellites who cluster around
this financial mounarch, eager to do
preciscly as ho does, and hence
the outside world is kept greatly in
the dark as to his real speculative
movements,  Universally recognized
8 the supreme dictator of Wall street,
Mr, Gould accepts the title, and
scarcely a day passes that he does not
“turn an honest penny,” thus adding
to his immense resources, His real
eatate purchases have been compara-
tively }un‘, contrasted with his reputed
wealth, and comprise three picces,—
the two lots and mnew buildings on
Park Row, estimated to be worth
£200,000, his city residence on Fifth
avenue and Forty-seventh street,
valued at 850,000, and his cmmtriy
seat at Irvington-on-the-Hudson, with
an elegant conreryatory and grounds
said to have cost 82560,000, or a !utni
real estate holding of 8500,000,

The great bulk of Jay Gould's
wealth, which has grown to such
mammoth proportions, is in stocks
and bonds of railroad and telegraph
companies, the actual value of which
is governed entirely by the rise and
fall of the market daily. When the
terrible Black-Fridayy pame cast a
shadow of depression over the ocom-
mercial world, Jay Gould. like thous-
ands of others, saw his fortune melt
awny in a singlo day, and for onee he
was comparatively a poor man.  With
an energy that yields to no disaster,
and a pluck that always presages suc-
CeH8, lhe Ypicked his flints" and
womptly set about to retrieve the
luauea his own fool-hardiness had pre-

cipitated.  All about him were the
wreecks of those who had been
ingulfed, s many of whom

never again came the  surface,
Some went to the madhouse,
many dnifted into strange lands, and
not a few ended their existence with
the pistol or in the waters that sweep
along the city front; but Gould ceased
to repine, and in a comparatively short
time was himaelf again,and at the men-
tion of his name Wall street operators
trembled. Within a few years how-
ever, he has added very greatly to his
wealth, and transactions of millions
of dollars have been made as though
they were ordinary orders for the
necessarios of life,  His chiof aim of
late hns been consolidation, and by
this means he has acquired control
not only of the railroada, but the tel-
egraph system of the continent,

For many years one of his chiefest
ambitions of life was to build up and
control a transcontinental trunk-line
that would extend from seaboard to
seaboard, and extend in its ramitica-
tions across all the states and terri-
tories.  When he conceived this idea
he had as a nucleus the Union Pacific
road, extending from Omaha to Ogden,
wlere connection was mnde with the
Central Pacific, and each dependent
upon the other for the movement of
traflic. Gould secured the Kansus
Pacific, moved down upon the St.
Louis, Kansas City & Northern, and
followed by securing the Wabash,
which carried him as far enst asToledo,
0. Lateron he received a foothold
in the Central railroad of New Jersey,
and by Judicious working arrange-
ments he 18 in possession of a chain of
rail communication with a mileage
greater than that controlled by any
other individual on the face of the
globe, He next set his face toward St.
Louis, where he secured posses-
sion  of the Missouri  Pacific,
which he purchased for 5,000,000,
To realize handsomely onthis venture
he issued 830,000,000 worth of stock,
§20,000,000 of which was water; put
it on the market, run it up to par,and
pocketed a profit of between £6,000,-
000 and §10,000,000, The St. Louis
Iron Mountain & Southern road stood
in the way of his southwestern caleu-
lations, and, conferring with Hon,
Thomas Allen, its president, he drew
hus check for 83,000,000, secured con-
trol, and £2,000,000 more profit was
placed to Gould's eredit, Herelieved
the Inte Thomas Seott of the Texas
Pacitic road, deawing his cleck on the
Fourth Nationsl bunk of this city for
£4,000,000; and sinco that time, by
rushiug the price of the stock up, he
ws grown 85,000,000 richer,

For a long time Mr, Gould waged
an unsuccessful war to secure control
of the Western Union Telegraph Com-
lumy. but Williamm H, Vanderbilt's
wldings kept him out.  Gould secur-
ed contral of the Atlantic & Pacifio
Company,' and for a time waged a
war of rates, which ended ina pool-
ing arrangement that increased his
wealth, but still ho was on the out-
side. Determined to succeed, he or-
ganized the Ameriean Union Tele-
gruph Company, built thousands of
miles of wires, broke his railroad
wire contract with the Western Union
and Atlantic & Pacific, and grew into
the J)m;mnium of u very dangerous
rival,  About this time he formed an
slliance with Vanderbilt, and at the
residence of the latter the agreement
wis mude by which Gould was to

secure  Vanderbilt's  stock, and
i consolidation of all the
telograph  companies  under one

aystemn was to be perfecied. This
was!duly ratified, and at last the man
of destiny had reached the summit of
his ambition, To-day Mr. Gould
owns 260,000 out of the 700,000
shares of Western Union in his own
name, and with his friends controls
the system. This stock at to-day's
I.i?;uru represonts §22 500,000, Out
of this transaction alone Mr, Gould
cleared about £5,000,000, This did
not suflice, however, and his ambition
craved more power, and, failing to
secure & foot-hold in ocean-telography,
he set about alone and unmded in es-
tablishing a line of his own. He se-
oured a chartor, ordered his cables,
and i{:l:lly but successfully yesscls
have n spinning out the insulated
wires until the great work is nearly
completod that counects two conti-
nents by wire lsid along the
ocean bed. Already @

Iar has  been  issued  inviting
Kulﬂic patronage on a pledge of re-
need rates in trananiission, and the
older companies, taking alurm, have
givon notice of & reduction of 50 per
cont in rates. Mr. Gould's idea in
this venture is identical with his pa-
tablishment of American Unjon, and
doubtless will result in this same man-
nor. There will bo & war of ratos,
followed l’y a comference, and the end
will bo a pooling of carnings, Mr.
Gould being fully recornived in the
division and control, whon tho deay
public can shift for itsclf, and again
submit to such rates as the new com-
bination may see fit to enforee, Gould
will add between 85,000,000 and 810,
000,000 to his groat wealth, The im
pression is, that he is luboring to be-

womae the richest man on thecontinent.

NOT THE JAMES BOYS.

An Argunment and Story Bearing
On the Late Train Robbery.
St Louls Mepublican.

An old Califorman, whose life from
boyhood was passed among despera-
does, expresses the ovition that the
James boys were not concerned in the
recont rni{:cmd robbery.  The sooner,
e says, that the idea is given up, the
botter the chances will be for eaptur-
ing the gang, In California, during
the years 1863-64 and 05 the grost
terror of thecountry was Sun Joachim,
pronounced Waukim.  Everything
done was laid to San Joachim, when
most of tho devilment was done by a
Dr. Bell. He would waylay stace
coaches and gold hunters and rob
them of their gold dust. He
was a brave man and seldom  killed
those whom he robbed.  He did the
devilment, and San  Jonehim got the
credit of 1t, just as the James boys
huve in this state.  Finally Judge
Belt raised a party of seventeen, and
captured Bell.  “We dropped on
him," said the Californian, *below
Fire Ball ferry. on the San Joachim
river, just as he had finished his din-
ner in a tule swamp, Hewas just in
the act of mounting his mule, and had
got one foot in the stirrup when we
dropped on him.  He sumd:  “Boys,
you've got me. I only want an hour
to prepare.’” He then eat down and
wrote a lettor in a most beautiful hand
to his mother in Nashville, Tonnessce,
He said:

*“‘Dear Moruer: I'm going to
take a long journey, and will never
return; but you must take no concern
about me. You will never hear from
me again on earth. Love to all, &e.’

*The prisoner was placed on his
mule and driven under a large cotton-
wood tree, A rope was tied to a limb
and then around hisneck. The mule
was whipped up and jumped from un-
der him, leaving him hanging until
dead. Dr, Bell was a fine-looking
man, a splendid talker, an ngreeable
companion and most of the young
men of the party would have favored
spaving him, but Judge Belt, who
ruled the party, was inexorable.

THE TREASURY COMMISSION,

Wasnixgrox, July 21, — ‘The trens-
ury eattle commission,” said the acting
secretary of the Treasury French to
ruul‘ correapondent to-day, **will meet
were about August 20, 1t is impos
sible to get them all together before
that day. By that time, however,
Thayer will have his veport on Nova
Seotia ready and Low and Sanders
will have a rough draft of regulations
ready for consideration,”

“You remember that we tried to
get congress to legislate on the subject
lnst winter. 1 wont before the senute
and house committees often about it

You see they
know that pleuro-pneumonia exists
in our eastern states; they suspoct
that it does in our western states; but
granting that it does they do not see
how uninfected animals can be brought
through an infected section without
damage; so they proseribe all our cat-
tle, western and eastern, good and
bad. No anuuals can be transported
inland, They wre all slaughtered on
the docks, '{llu}' must therefore be
in condition fur the shambles No
eattle can be shipped to England to
be fattened there.  You see how difti-

cult it is for our western cattlo raiser.
He can raiso a thousand catile to fat-
ten abroad where he cannot raise one
fat animal for consumption; but Eng-
land demands the one and shuts out
eireu- | the thousand.

We propose securing
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the admission of the thousand to som-
pete on the soil of southern England
with the kine from Seotland and
northern England.”

““How are you going to bring it
about!"

*“Wo are going to frame regnlationa
which will be submitted for tho ne-
ceptance of railronds  teansporting
from west to onst, They will secure
the gunranteo of sleanliness and cares
ful treatment of eattle during their
Journey from weatto cast.  The rail.
toads will be glad to conform to them,
The eattle will bo transported oxclus-
ively over these lnes, They will
bring thom into the uninfected parts;
thence they will be transported to
England in vesscls Learing a bill of
health This system will bo care-
fully expluined to the British suthori:
ties, and the absolute healthfulness of
the eattlo will bo demonstrated, 1think
thore will then be little  diffieulty in
securing a modifieation of the Dritish
quarantine restrictions,”

SAnd then!”

*“Then our cattlo exports, now 10,
000,000, will quintuple. They will bo
at least 50,000,000 a year, and mosat,
perhaps all; of this trade will piss
through Boston,

“That accomplished you will turn
your attention—"

“To stamping out plouro-pnen-
wonin i the enst. It can be done,
Massachusetts, you know, took £20,-
000 twenty yoars ago and through the
Inbors of & very excellent commiasion,
of which Dr, E. W. Thayer was a
member, stamped out the dmense,
States can and probably will imitate
her example. 'hmy will especially if
the cattle exports increase until the
trade nssumos five times its presont
proportions.”’

“He nothing common did or mean
upon that memorable scene,” so the
poot deecribes the demennor of the ill-
fated Charles Stuart when brought to
the headsman's bloek, and the same
words might, withont exaeperation, be
applied to the sick bud of the wound-
od Amoviean statesinan of to-day.
Eulogy and panegyric would  be
wasted, and wonld by out of place, in
dwelling on the sereno fortitude with
which Gen. Garticld has mot the eruel
and unexpeoted blow that has fallen
on him. Novertholess, it is unques-
tionable that public sympathy is still
more attractod than would otherwise
be the case to one who sots such an
heroie example of patient endurance
in suffering,  All the reports which
reach us from the bed-side of the
grievously-wounded president depict
him as cheerfully necepting the deereo
of providence, hard nsit must nocossari-
lyappear. Thereis somethingof the old
Roman fortitude about the way in
which this representative of the new
world bows before the might of des-
tiny. ‘“To fall becomingly''—such
wns the object ot the noble Latin
when he knew that the hour of his
death had arrived. Yot it would be
impossible to hide from view that, at
the bottom of the dignified serenity
with which the president looks into
the face of fate, thore is an element
of true piety which hardly entered
into the grim stoicism of the ancient
Roman. In President Garfield at this
moment we can svo the union of that
manly courago which is common to
brave men 10 ull ageswitha something
tenderer, purer, and, in a single word,
more Christinn than the heathen
world could ever show. Cusar would
have ordered the sobbing Calpurnin
sternly to quit hia prescnce hmd it
been his fate, after having been
wounded by his assassing, to be
brought back to die at home; but in
modern Americn the true position
and  dignity of womanhood are
better understood, and President Gar-

of President Gurtield, SBuch a display
of manhood, whatever may be thought
of the intellectual powers of the polit-
icnl wisdom of the wounded statesimmn,
is good to be set up before our eyes
in an aze and generation marked fur
too much by flippancy and frivoltity,
Whether the man  on whom the
thoughta of two continents aro fixed
lives or dies, ho has, at all events,
presented s picture of uofaltering
cournage und noble fortitude on bis bed
of Bickness,
