ship — as strong as the Indian is capa-
ble of realizing, The object of this
visit on the purt of the Apaches was
undoubtedly to persuade the Nuvajoes
to juin them in

upon the whites and Mexicans of the
territory, and with that end in view
they devoted their time durving their
northward trip to  plundering the
camps and settlements along their
route; they divided into smnll bands
and stole all the loose horses and
mules they found along the way for
the {purpose of getting themsclves
well mounted, and alao to be able to
muke a valuable and attractive present
to their brethren of the uorth to their
cupidity and their ambition by show-
ing them what had been accomplished
in one rid, and to thus put them in
a frame of mind wmore favorable to the
object of the visit, numely, to make a
general campaign against the miners
and ranchmen of the territory,  1here
is little if any danger of them attack-
ing any of the towns, unless it might
be someof the new American “cities,”
which consist usually of a dozen or
acore of light frame houses, without
any provisions for defense, and burn
at any time, Dut the old Mexican
towns are all built with & view ¢8-
pecially to this kind of business —the
houses are all of adobe, with heavy
walls and dirt roofs, thoroughly fire-
proof, and 8o arranged that the in-
habitants have every advantage in de-
feading themselves, and a fow rego-
lute men well avmed would be able to
“atave ofl’ an attacking party of ten
times their own number. The Indians
are well aware of all this—they have
learned it by expevience —and hence,
unless they have a greatly superior
foree, there is hittle or no duncor of
them making an attack upon any of
the old towns, especially those along
the line of the railroad, for they have
w great dread of railroads and don't
want to haveanything todo with them.
As previously stated, the objeet of
the Apaches in their northern trip
was to induce the Navajoes to join
them in a general war, but the latter
were very severely punished for an
indeseretion of this kind not many
years ago, and have not yet forgotten
the lesson they learned at that time.
Many of them are now well on ‘the
way toward civilization; they have
good houses, good ranches, and own
immense her?s of eattle; they know
that to go to war with the whites
would cost them not only anotler
gevere t]l‘LﬂrlJlllg, but the loss of all
this property, wsnd, therefore, the
propogition of their Apache kindred
was not received with favor by any of
the old heads of the Navajoes, They
talked and smoked the watter over,
and concluded that they could not
afford it, though it is certain that a
considerable number of the young
bucks who have litile or nothing at
stake, refused to be zovérned by the
advice of the old men, and joined
the Apaches on the war path, The
Navajoes are greatly dissatisfied with
their present agent, Eastman, and ask
the return of Capt, Bennett.

This satiafied
the Indians and made everything
pleasant, but for some reason unknown
outside of the interior department,
Bennett was removed some time ngo
and Eastman reiustated,  He is not
less obnoxious to the Indians thun
formerly; on the contrary, the fecling
against him seems to have been more
intense, and nothing but a recollee-
tion of the disastrous result of their
former war now prevents a general
Loutbreak by the whole tribe, The
Navajoes, 1t must be remembered, are
ono of the largest, numerically, of all
the Indian tribes, are supposed to be
able to mustor 7,000 warriors,  If
they should take the warpath they
would make terrible work, = There is
uo foree in the territory that would
be able to stand against them, and the
only safety for the people would be in
leaving the country,  But although
they are greatly dissatisfied, and the
whites very apprehisusive of trouble,
your correspondent does not  think it
probable that there will be a generi)
uprising among them, though the
party that hus ilready joined the
Apnches is estimated nt not less than
200, and possibly considerable more,
