LUMINOUS PAINT.

Striking Effacts Prodnoed in the
Dark.

N V. Mall

About a year ago an English chem-
ist discovered a process by which a
phosphoreseent powder could be in-
corporated with oil 0 as to produce a
paint which, applied to various sub-
stances would render them not only
vigible in the dark, but eanse them to
emit & considerable amount of diffused
light.

A paint of this deseription has boeen
for sometime manufaotured by n wall
known paint house hors, and it hos
boen applicd to soveral useful pur-
poses  Itis not as well ndapted to
general ure in a8 great a variety of
forms as 1t was at hirst « x[u-s.‘lu]. 1t
is Lelieved' however, that improve-
ments can bo made in its composition
and application which will muke it of
great valuw,

A rveporter called at tho office ot the
house n quostion in ordor to investi.
gato the matter fa fur os possible, and
was sliown n nimber of anteresting
experiments with the luminous paint,
A perfectly durk room has been made
in the building for the purpose of ex.
hibiting the peculinr effects produced
by the paint.  In the ceiling of this
room aro trap-doors and varions apphi

ances for the better display  of practi-
cal tosts,

The gentleman in charge of this
department, after tirst explaining that
the paint wis a sedret, gave & deserip-
tion of the method of applieation,
and of the theory of its ditfusion of
light us follows:

Tho powder, whichis the basis of
the pigment, may be mixed ecither in
oil or in distemper. It is prepaved
in the Intter form for application to
the walla of rooms, plaster busts or
statucs, ote. It mauy be applied whon
mixed in oil to wood, stone, iron, or
any ordinary solid substance, The
odject painted with it is first given'a
goat of a chemical mixture wlich re-
tains the phosphorescent propertiosof
the luminous paint, of which three or
four coats are then applied, Before
commencing to diffuse light tho paint
must be exposed to sunhight for a few
moments, The prineiple upon which
it is supposed to actis this: The solar
rays aro supposed to disintergrate or
disturb moie or less, nocording to the
tima for which it is exposed, the mole-
cules of the exterior surface, which
gives off at once rays of light.  When
it is taken into the dark the surface
gradually returns to its normal con-
dition; hence the light diminishes
during the night, becoming fainter
aud fainter, though still perceptable
just before daylight.

The first experiment was the lower-
ing of o large canvas stretched ona
framework und covered with the lu-
minous paint through a lhatchway in
the ceiling down into the perfoctly
dark room, which it immediately filled
with a peculine purplish light. At
first sight the impression given was
n peculinrly weird and ghastly one,
but ns the eye became accustomed to
it, it became even agreeable,

Then a large pane of glass was placed
in the hatchway and covered so asto
exclude all natural light, This threw
down rays of light by which the walls
of the room and the various articles
in it were faintly indicated. Then
the hatchway was removed and the
light allowed to enter through the
glass, By this means the room wus
almost brilliantly lighted, as the paint
is a remarkable conductor of natural
light, or rather the light has the ef-
fect of exciting continually the phos-
phorescence of the paint.

Next a plaster bust illuminated by
the preparation was taken into the
light for & moment and brought into
the room. The outline was quite
distinct, and there were very natural
shadows beneath the chin of the head,
and near the principal features, which
gave it almost the appearance of life.
Then it was exposed to the light again
for a longer time, and upon all sides
equally. Alter this its appearance in
the dark was remarkably vivid, and
the head stood out in bold relief, like
that of n fine cameo, while nothing
else in the room could be seen,

It has been suggested that the paint
be used on posts along the sides of
ropds; on life and moving buoys, and
in the interior of powder magazines.
collieries, or wherever it is unsafe to
carry an ordinary light, For out-of-
door uses, however, the reporter was
informed that it wns of no great value
as the diffusion of light is so general,
eyen at night, except on rare occasions
that the paiut would have no effect,
For domestic use it may be applied
toa number of small articles with con-
venient results, For match-safes it
ia use ful, as indicating their precise lo-
cation.  Watch fuces painted with it,
enable tho wearer to see the time in
the dark, Jn sick-rooms it might be
ueed with advantage from above, as
in the second expuriment mentioned,
It is actunlly being employed in pilot-
houses toillmninate the compass, and
in the stenmers Bristol uurll Provi-
dence to snow the indicator, which
gives the position of the helm. When
used in the pilot-house in this way,
to the ordinary light, a much better
look out can be had

A Plea for the Pig.

There is nothing more positive than
that the present condition of swine in
the list of live stock 18 undeserved.
The result of judicious breeding and
good care is a product of whelesome
imrk fit for the most fastidious taste,

t hns been tho rule to ignore the
vightful position of the humble pig and
to generally relegate him  to n condi-
tion where he becomes simply the
farm scavonger.  When  other
stock has been allowed to eat all that
is nutritious m a field, or has exhauat-
od the contents of a corn-erib, the
swine are turned in to eat up the re-
maing, and to mingle with this refuse
the dirt, and in many cases germs of
disenses, left by its more fortunate
fellow-candidates for the market. If
the farmer has anything about his
premises which no other clasa of atock
will touch, because of its repulsive
charactor, the swine are called upon
to regalo themselves with the unsavory
niess.

Whole droves of swine are fed in
this way for two-thirds of every year,
and just before killing time, in order
to present good muuﬁ bodies and to
got all the lurd posaible, they are stufl-
od with decent  feed and called comn-
hogs. The germs of disease, however,
have been planted previops to this
time, and the unfortunate “'scaven-

er’ goes to the block or packing-
1ouse in altogether too many instances

with his fleah full of parasites caused

by unwholesome feod, nasty pens, and
other objestionable features which are
the rosult of a system of almost crini.
pal neglect, To insure wholcsome
work cleanliness and good, wholesone
}vml are nocessary, and the apparent
carolossniona in proparing swine for the
market is, to say the loast, very con.
surable.  1igs from the moment they
are weaned  should be afforded  clean
pens, good airy runways, and feed
thut is something  botter than the re.
fuse of an obnoxions swill-pail.  The
breeder who conducts his business
upon this principle is the man who se

Dooline in the Price of Blooded

Cattle.
Within the past few years thore
soemis to have prown upoa feeling
among enttle moen that prices for pedi
grecd beef cattle have ruled too high,
at home and abrosd, The eonse-
quence of this  growing belief is that
more attention s being paid to dairy
interosta, and the most successiul
broedera are  slowly recogmzng tha
foct that the demand for tancy eattlo
i8 being enrvtailed,  Time  was when
the nuctioneer  who was t-uu.wnl m
knocking down this elasa of cattle con-
tinod himaelf ontirely to recommend-
ing thom as beef producers, and the
rivalry resultivg from the endeavors
of brooders to bring  out  fattening
quabitivs made it unnecessary to men-
ton facts in rogard to the record of
cattle ns milk-producers.  Exhoroi-
tant prices have resulted in contining
this vivalry largely to a cliss of men
whose wealth minkes it possible to tie
up large sums of money in the pro-
prietorship of herds  whose chief re-
commundation i that they are the de-
geondants of somo  one of the great
English familics of Short- [lorn cattle,
This is especially the case across the
water, aud is bocoming very notico-
able in this country. The younger
and less wealthy breeders are awak
eningtoa knowledge of the fact that
this species of rivalry is boyond their
means, and they have in consequence
begun  to east nbout for some less
costly and visky investmont which
will guarantec a reasonable profit.
Dairy cattlo are, thereforo, rnpit\ly in-
ereasing in number, as the record of
the fairs of this season conclusively
proves, All over the country entries
in this class have largely outnumber-
ed the beef breeds, and aeasunl glanco
orer tho records of sules during the
past summer shows that eattle whose
chief recommendation is their eapneity
for milk are being cngerly sought at
fair prices by men whoin tormer years
have handled beef eattle.  The moral
of this condition is that breeders of
cnttle must begin to caleulate on ca-
pacity for the duiry. This view of
the case has too long been ignored by
breeders, vapecially Short-Horn men,
who will have to add to their elaima
of merit that of presenting good and
valurable cattle for general furm rnr
poses, outside of the simple becf
phase of the subjoct.
