given by the missing Grotzel in payment
for the farm, while Castor was a nistary

Jo € Gibble, a well known  farmer
of Dakota ¢ Ly, arrived in the t‘il}’
tolls & remarkable
story regarding A poisonous mineral
nubstanes whichexudes from the carth
in certain portions of that eounty, and
which is death to men and  horses if
tuken within the stomach,  This sub.
atance Mr. Gibble doseribes as re-
sembling slkali, but materially ditfer.
ing from it in taste and poisonous
offects. The existence of this ma-
terial in the 801l has beenn known for
sometime, hut it hasonly been within
tho past year that its effects on men

yesterduy, o

and  horses  has become  known,
the  many deaths  among  the
vauines buin s aseribed to other causcs,

During the past season Mr. Gibble
hons lost several goud horses from thia
Wiien the horse way
taloen sick, he ascribed the trouble to
buts or worms and used remediea for
these troubles.  Instead of improving,
however, the horse continued to suffer
from internal  trouble, which
baffled the skill of veterinury physi-
cians, and it Hoally refased food alto-
gother and died,

To satisfy imself Mr, Giblite opened
the body of the antmil and found but
four bots or worms, but still the
etomach  wis almost entirely eaten
away. Ho was still at a loss to de-
termine the cause of this, as, together
with othoers, he had never considerad
the snowy merustations appearing in
pluees upon the ground  other than a
kind of harmless alkal.  Ona day he
wus passivg s newlyeut blufl from which
this substanee o peared in con ider-
ublegquantities, when euriosity prompt-
ol him to taste it. Ho only touched
his tongue, and found it rather sweet
i taste and at first apparently harm.
leas.  In un hour or two, lowever, his
tongne began to swell and burn, and
this infliuation eontinued  two or
thireo diys, resisting all soothing ap-
plieations,  Finally the ioflaimmation
subsided, nhmost as (uickly ns it came,
and his toncue and month gradundly
healed

A fow weoks previous to this, James
Weoneott, o furmer living four miley
west of Kakota City, was attacked
with a peculiar internal ailment, He
wos 1l twoor three days and then
sullvred intenss pain for a week, when
he diod, All posmble elfurts were
mado to relieve him, bub none of the
rethedies used seemed to affect nny-
thing. A post mortém examination dis-
elosud his stomneh to e much inflamed
andeaten away in places, T'he surgeons
pronounced it w case of poisoning,
but by what particular poisun they
were unable to discover  Mr, Gib.
bles says that he is satistied, us ave
the members of Westcott's family and
hia friends, that the unfortunate man
hud been drinking  water from o
slough, where the poisonons forma-
tion existed.

A mther strange fact conneected
with this poisonous encrustation is
that cattle like it, and lick
it up, without being injured.
Gibbles thinks that the poisonous
propertics are taken into the stom-
achs of the lhorses in water forming
in pocls on the ground where this ma-
terial appears, during wet weather; as
all of the nnimals he lias  lost have
been taken sick during or after lieavy
fulls of rain. At such times s num-
ber of unimals throughout that sce-
tion of the county always are laid up
and many  die, despite the most
sireniuons preeantions.  As yeb no
remedy s boen found., A successful
antidote for the potson would be alike
o blossing to the farmers and o lLion-

Annnal Repsrt of an Important
Branoh of the War Depart-
ment,

A capy of Gean. Hazen's first annual
report as  chief signal officer to the
Secretary of War has Leen reccived |.
at Tue Bee ofice and isa document
of tooimportant, a character to be
disposed of in an ordinary review
wore it never so oxhaustive.

No public departmoent las ever
served agreater varioty of interests,
sorved  them more successfully th an
the signal service as now managed
This seetion of the country shows the
benefita of many practieal improv:
ments introducad by the new c!m-f
siennl ullicer during the
past year, among  which we
mention  the publieation of special
waeather l:ul]t-tmn. the forccast ol
“northers” for the interior platesu;
the arrangements for § ercnse of river
service, and wider publication of warn

ings of Hoods or 106 gorges; the ine-
crepsod mmformation  added to the
farmers’ and  to the  railway

bu'letine. In  point  of scientitic
research the siognal service has beon
untiring.  Two expeditiors have been
organized and equipped for metcooro-
logical observations in the Arotie re-
gions of Amerien, and an extensive
svatem of stations of observation es-
tablished in Alueka. Prizes fur cssays
of great merit on meteorologieal nllis-
Jucts huve been offered, and  the most
creditable display made ut the elee-
trical exposition at Pais. A series of
experiments with sun flashes has led
to the seleetion of an improved firm
of heliograph to be adopted for the
general use of the arny.  Duriog the
past yoar stations of  observation on
the linbits and rav ages of the Rocky
Mountain  locusts  or lrmqnhnmmm
were established in those sections thit
the experience of past yenrs has
shuwn to be most exposed to the
ravages of these pests.  The stations
wero abt Omaha, Grand Tsland, North
Platte and Sidney, Neb.; Cheyenne,
W, T.; Denver, Colorado Springs and
P ITt'hhl, Col , and other more remote
18 gratifyinge  to  atate
that not a single report of the rav-

nges of locusts has been rocoived,
atd  their presence has  beon an-
aunounced only at Grand  Is'and,

Nebraska, Fores Supply and  Elhott,
but tn no instance has any danger
been reported.  While continually in-
croasing the labor and useiulness of
the signal servies, General Hazen
has yet  succeeded in materially
reducing the expenses of his bureau,
expecting  to  effeet a saving of
70,000 helow the cost of the pust cur-
rent year,  Combining economy with
uilicicney, science with discipline, pro-
gress with system, the signal service
under its present chief is surely des.
tined to become arepresentative insti-
tution of this country, ot which all
will feel proud.
