Natlonal Assoclated Prew,
PROGEEDINGA IN THE SRENATH.

Wasninaron, March 31.—The bill
to ‘erect publio buildings, to cost
$260,000, at Columbus, Ohio, passed;
also one at Hot Springs, Ark.; also
one for the courls and poatoflice at
Erie, Pa.

The Indian bill was taken up, Mr,
Bayard favoring the education of the
Indians,

Mr. Teller, in tho course of a long
speech on the gencral Indian ques-
tion, announced he would vote for a
modified forin of Mr. Hoar's amend-
ment for 8500,000 for Indian eduoa-
tion, He took exveption to the state-
ment that we would eivilize Tndiana
in five or ten years, A large percent-
ngo of Indians educated in the past
have returned to savagery,

Mr. Allison said the amendment ap-
propriated more money than was ne-
ceasary to earry the object in view.
The only «ay to solve the Sioux prob-
lem was to edueate them on their own
reservations,

Mr. Beck declared every effort to
educate the Indinns was a step toward
breakirg down hostile relations with
the United States.

Afte¥ further debate Mr. Windom
moved to reduce the amount to
$£225,000.

Mr. Hoar accepted, and the amend-
ment, as modified, was adopted— 29
to 18,

Mr. Hale offered an gmendment to
continué the old powers of the board
of Indiau commissioners.  Lost.

The bill then passed.

The bhill for ecientific e: ploralions
in Alaska was reported favorahly,

After executive session the senate
adjourned at 5:2b p. m. till Monday.

PROCEEDINGS IN THE HOUSE,

The morning hour was dispensed
with in order to take up the army ap-
propriation bill, which passed It ap-
propriates . $27,011,000, an increase
over last year of $1,000,000.

The house spent the entire day on
the army appropriation bill, to which
the cominittee had atiached a section
removing war claims from the quar
termaster’s department to the court
of claims, and retinng officers at the
age of 62, The last named section
was fuvored by Messrs. Brage and
Butterworth, The first mentioned
was vigorously opposed by Messrs,
Updegraff (lowa) and White, and
supported by Mugssrs. Springer (1lh-
nuisj, Butterworth and his commit-
tee, Without action the committee
rose.

A message was received from the
president, conveying copies of com-
munications with the British govern-
ment regarding the protection of
American citizens in  Persia during
the Kurl-Persian war of 1880, which
had been asked for by the house; also
a copy of a letter from the state de-
partment to the British government
asking to attend to the protection of
American missionariea in  Persin if
neaded. The object of members of
the house in calling for this corre-
spondence is to show the necessity of
establishing diplomatic relations with
Persin,

The house at 5:30 adjourned until
to-morrow,

THE CHINESE BILL,

It is now known that an extra
called session of the cabinet was held
on Wednesday night, before Secreta
Folger left for New York, at whic
the OChinesa bill was discussed. It
was decided to refer the question to
the attorney general for an opinion,
That opinion was presented at the
cabinet meeting to.day, and disoussed
to unusual length, It s defiritely
known that a message will be sent to
both houses on Monday, including
the legal opinion in  support
of the ground taken, .which ground
it is expected will be that
the best policy would be for congress
0 jointly ask the return of the bill
without signature for modification,
There is a difference of opinion as to
the exact decision reached, hut the
weight is with the idea that the bill
will neithor be signed or vetoed uutil
it comes agnin belore congress.
