Get Satiafaction, Both
Gatting Lefr,

T he Dolngs in Detall.

Yosterday there was a gathering of
democrats  at  the court house
in this city under the onll
for » county conventlon te choose
clevon dolegates to attend tho de-
mocratic state  convenlion to  be
hold at Marshalltown, on the 16th of
August, and twenty-one delegates to
attoud the congressional conventlon
to be held here on the 315t of August.
The committee was called to order
by J. ©. Morgan, chairman of the
county committee, and E, A, Trout-
man, socretary of the committee, read

tho eall.

Mr. Morgan then nominated aa
temporary chairman W, O, James,
which nomination was confirmed by a
vivi vooo vote, Judge James is taking
the chair u harmony, and the lay-
ing aside of all bickerings and per-
sonnl feelings, and have in view the
ultimate good of the ut{;

On motion of W, l}l aughan, H.
Meondel was chosen secretary,

On motion of Thomas Bowman, se-
conded by W. R, Vaughan, a commit-
too of five on cradeutials was appointed
by the chair, the same conmating of
Thomas Bowman, of this city, W, H.
Linfor, of Walnut, 8, (3, Underwoud,
of Keg Creek, Robert Kirkwood, of
Oresgent, W. A. Mynster, of this ecity.

G, A, Holmes stated that in the
First ward of the city thera was a con-
tost, there being two setn of delegates,
Some of one set were participating in
the convention, which ought not to be.
W. R. Vaughan prosented some papera
for the committee to consider,

While the committes was doliberat-
ing A. N. Harvey, of Neola, moved
that & sommittos be appointed on per-
manent organization,

Coi. Tam amended by making tho
temporary oflicors the permanent ones,
which motion, owing to the modesty
of the chuirman, was put to a vote by
tho colonel and declared carried.

J. T. Hart objected to such action
buing taken before the committee on
credentials reportod and the chairman
expreased his preference that the ac.
tion be deferred until the committes
reported. As for himself, ho did not
want to occupy the chair permanently,
n9 he wra not feeling firat-rate,

The chairman of the committee on
credentials broke the monotony of the
waiting for the report, by appearing
and stating that the following town-
ships were unrepresented;  Center,
Hazel Dell, Lincoln, Lawis Valley,
Pleasant, Rockford, Waveland, Wright
and York. Credentinls were called
for from those in vain, and then an-
other wait {ollowed, during which the
delegates c'ustored in friendly chata
about the spittoons, while J. ‘1"Y Hart
was, on his motion laid upon the ta-
ble in front of the chairman, with
whom he 2eld a confidential confer-
enoce.

The bells announcing the noon hour
brought the monotonous wait to an
end, and hurried up the committee on
credentials who reported In regard to
the contest in the Firat ward, favoring
the admission of both seta of &nlegntw,
and giving each a hall vote,
