he dlscourse yesterday was taken
up with two other points, what Abel's
faith obtalned, namely evidence of his
aocceptance, snd what were the con-
scquences of Abel's faith, ‘*he belng
dead yet speaketh.” The deeds thst
men do live after them; character is
tranamlitted and for good or avil every
man's life and conduot ars immortal.
In the eveniog he delivered a leoture
on ralnbow of the revelation present-
Ing she nature, seriptural history and
symbolic meaning of the ralubow.
he Infidel argament was met by
admltting the exlstenoce of the ralnbow
before the flood and ocontending that
the words *'I do set my bow in the
olonds,” simply mean that God wmp-
pointed the rainbow at that time,
conseorated it there for a slgn snd
ledge of peace, The original He
Erew will bear this constraotion, and it
takes the question of the existence of
the rainbow out of the range of the
preternatoral and asssigns it to the
