dip the arrow points and allow the n to
dry slowly.  The Chinouns (Moguis of
Arvizona) irvitate o ractlesnake until he
bites himaelf, and then dip the point and
a portion of the wood of the arrow into
the blood of the animal. A wound with
one of these arrows genorally proves fatal
in three or four days, and its aclion is
much wore vapid it the stomach of the
woundud porson is empty at the time the
injury is received.

A Talk with the Doomed hinn.

Plattsnmonth Herald,

Sheritt Hyers, on being apprised of
the decision of the supreme court, aftivm-
ing the doecision of the district court
here, and sotting November 9 as the
day for the execution of the' unfortunate
prisoner, John R, Pollin, sent his two

deputies, Eikenba and  McElwain,
to search the juil and see that everything
was  all  right, Thoy were parti-
cularly  instructed mnot  to mention

any reason why the seatch was being in-
stituted, and when Poling in an anxious
mnnner, questioned them na to the object
of their movements, Mr. McElwain in-
formed Lhim they were simply ordered to
do it by the sherith.  The next morning
after the news were made public ;Im-ngk
the columms of the Ilvmll\. Mrs, Polin,
who liad seen the paper, hurried over
to the jail and informed her hushand
by telling him  throngh the outside win-
dow of the juil, of the fatal news from
Lincoln.  Mvs. Polin appeared to be
considerably affected, and was crying
all the time during her recital te the
sentenced man the story of the destruc-
tion of his late hope,  We learn from
deputy Sheriff’ Eikenbary, who went into
the jail soon after Mrs, Polin had left,
that it wus evident from the appearance
of the prisoner that he had roceived a
blow that had touched the innermost
recosses of his boing, lie was pale as death
and his entire frame shook like an aspen
leaf, on asking him what was the matter,
the deputy noticed that he had been
woeping, this being the fivat time since
his arrest that his apparent ron will had
for s moment deserted him.  Soveral of
his friends were allowed to talk with him
during the day, who cheered him up, and
gave him saome reason to hope fora longer
lease of life then had been measured out
to him by the courts.

On yestorday, a reporter of the Herald
ealled to see him and was admitted to the
corridor where naught but the iron bars
woero  hetween us. He was looking in
fine henlth, his long confinement of
course made him very pale, otherwise he
geemed ns Inst we saw him when walking
on the streets of Plattsmouth  We made
the remurk about his looking  ecomfort-
able, when e gave us a peculiar ook,
and said, yes it was comfortable enough
here, showing that the future was the
only torror he sutfered.  He said thot he
folt that he was justified in all that he
did, that his conscience wis clear, and
that if he only had an uppurtunil* he
could be cléared beyond a doubt with the
evidenve he was now in  posscasion of,
He thought it hard that he eould not
linve an - opportunity to  show his inno-
cence  before the im-, when he was
innocent. He talked freely and snid that
at timen he thowght something certainly
would happen that would vindicate him,
and that right here in the christinn and
hospitable city of Plattsmouth, within
hearing of hier church bells, that an inno-
cent man certainly could not be inurdered

upon the gallows.
